He
says that he was pledged to the people of Kan-
sas to oppose by all lawful means the adoption
of any Constitution which was fairly and fully
submitted to their vote, and that as the posi-
tion assumed by the President in Lis message,
and in instructions recently issued, would em-
barrass him in carryving out those pledges, his
only course isto resign. He holds that the

The third was John W. Geary, of Pennsylva-
nia; and the, fourth was Robert J. Walker, of
Mississippi. The latter was a favorite of the
South. In their efforts to pacify matters in
Kansas, they successively made themselves so
obnoxious that the first was remuved, and the
others found themselves foreced to resign.
This fact, it seems to us, shonld of itsclf satis-
[y any reasonable man that there must be
something radically wrong in, the uctions of
the pro-slavery men in Kansas—thet their
conrse must be outrageons and reprehensible
in the extreme. Ferney, in his new Demo-
cratic paper, The Press, in a recent article on
“The Four Governors of Kansas,” says:

Wasmiyaron, Dee. 14.—The Senate adopted
a resolution for the appointment of the stand-
ing committees next Wednesday., Mr. Mason
said that he Lad been desired by Mr. Sumner
to state that, owing to the state of kis health,
tie desired to be excused from serving npon
any of the standing committees. Mr. Evans
annonnced the death of Senator Butler, and
culogized the eminent talents and ability of
the deceased.

It appropriates 6,200,000 acres, to
be distributed according to federal representa-
tion. After the announcement of the death
of Senator Butler, the House adjourned.

Drcemsenr 15.—Mr. Hale, of N. H.,announ-
ced the decease of his late colleague, Senator
Bell, who died during the recess of Congress.
After the adoption of resolutions of respeet,
&e., the Senate adjourned. But little was
done in the Houase, and after the customary ac-
tion on the announcement of the death of Sen-
ator Bell, it adjourned.

Decemper 16.—Both Ionses of Congress
had a rather lively time to day. [In the Sen-
ate, on the announcement of the Committees,
several Repubiican Scnators protested against
thre list, as unfair. Mr. Pagh agreed with
them, but felt bound by party usages to vote
with the majority. The longz-promised specch
of Mr. Green of Missour: was delivered. It
was courteous in tone toward Mr. Douglas, and
abonuded in technicalities and citations of pre-
cedent. He was anxious for peace, and at-
firmed that the Lecompton document 1epre-
sented the views of a4 majority of the people
of Kansas. Mr. Donglas, in reply, said that
there could be no peace except upon the foun-
dativns of justice and right, and that to pur-
sue the course marked out by Mr. Green
would not only be death to the Democratic
party, but would be a step sure to result in a
civil war, to carry on which moie than four
regiments would be required. The debare
was postponed until honday.

The
grounds assumed by the President in his late
message to Congress, and in recent instruc-

spiring here and in Kansas, admonish me that,
as Governor of that Territory, it will ne longer
| be in my power o preserve peace oF promote
| the public welfare. At the earnest solicitation
of the President, after repeated refusals, the
last being in writing, 1 finally aeccepted this
office upon his letter showing the dangers and
difliculties of the Kansas question, and the ne-
cessity of my undertaking the task of its adjust-
ment. I accepted, however, on the express
condition that I should advocate the submis-
! sion of the constitution to a vote of the peo-
| ple for ratification or rejection. These views
| were clearly understood by the President and
| all his Cabinet ; they were distinetly set forth
| in my letter of acceptance of this office on the
26¢h of March last, and reiterated in my inau-
| gural address on the 27th of May last, 2s fol-
lows : s¢Indeed, I cannot doulit that the con-
veution, after having framud a State Consti-
tutiod, will submit it for ratification or rejec-
tion by a majority of the then actual bona
tide resident scttlers of Kansas.”

With these views, well known to the Pres-
ident aud the Cabinet, and approved by them,
I accepted the appeintment of Governor of
Kapsas. My iustructions from the President,
| through the Secretary of State, under date

Sl March last, sustain the regular Legisla-
| ture of the Territory in assembling a Conven-
tion to form a Constitution, and they express
| the opinion of the President that <“when such
a Constitution shall be submitted to the poople
ot the Territory they must be protected in the
exercise of their right of voting for or aguainst
| that instrument, and the fuir expression of the

[Gov. Walker here goes into a lengthy ex-
position of his views of sovercignty. e con-
tends that <the Government of the United
| States is not sovereign, nor does it exercise
| auy sovereign powers ; that it excrcises only
‘delegated powers,® as declarcd by the Consti-
tution, and those powers only that are granted
by that instrument;” that the doctrine that
“ssovereignty rests exclusively with the people
of each State,’” was always regarded by him
| as a fundamental principle of public liberty ;
| and as fully secured to «all the Territories,””
in adopting their State Constitutions, by the
Kansas-Nebraska bill.]

Indeed. I believe the Kansas and Nebraska
bill would have violated the right of sovereign-
ty reserved to the people of cach State by the
Federal Constitution, if it had depsrived them,
or Congress should now deprive them of the
right of voting for or against their State Con-
stitution. The President, in his message,
thinks that the rights secured by this bill to
the people, in acting upon their State Consti-
tution, are confined to the Slavery question ;
but I think, as shown in my address before
quoted, that ¢sovercignty is the power that
makes Constitutions and Govermments,” and
that only ihe Slavery clause in a State Coansti-
tution, but all others, must be submitted.

The President thinks that sovercignty can
be delegated—at least in part; [ thiok that
sovercignty cannot be delegated at «1l. . . We
know no sovereigns but the people. Conven-
tions are composed of “delegates.” They are
mere agents or trustees, exercising not a sov-
ereign but a delegated power, and the people
are principals. I have, therefore,
discussed the subject mainly on the question
that conventions are not sovercign, and cannot
tightfully make a State Constitution without
its subniission to a vote of the people for rati-
fication or rejection.  Yet, surely, even those
who differ with me on this point must concede,
especially under the Kansas-Nebraska act, it
is only such Conventions called sovereizn as
have been truly elected by the people, and rep-
resent them well. On reference, however, to
my address of the 16th of Scptember last, on
the day-qualification question, it is evident
that the Lecomplon Convention was not such
a body. That convention had vital, nct tech-
nical, defects in the very substance of its or.
ganization under the Territorial law, which
could only be cured, in my judgment. as set
forth in my inangural and ottier addresses, iy
submission of the Constitution for the ratifics-
tion of the people. On reference to the Ter-
ritorial law under which the Convention was
assembled, thirty-four regularly organized
countios were namied as election distriets for
| delegates to the Canvention. In each and all
of these counties it was required by law that a
census be taken, also the voters registered,
and when this was completed the delegates to
the Convention should be apportioned accor-
dingly, In nineteen of these counties there
was no census, and therefore there could be no
such apportionment therc of dclegates upon
such census. And in fifteen of these counties
there was no registry of voters. These fifteen
counties, including many of the oldest organ-
ized counties in the Territory, were entirely

In fifteen
counties out of thirty-four there was no regis-
try. and not a solitary vote was given, or cottld
ll:‘- g[“-;v"' for [Iulcg;l[cs to the Convention, in
any one of these counties. Suorely, then, it
cannot be said that such a Convention, chosen
by scarcely more than one tenth of the pres-
ent voters of Kansas, represented the people
aof that Territory, and conld rightly impose a
Constitution upon them without their consent.
These nineteen counties. in which therc was
no census, constituted a majority of the coun-
ties of the Territory, and these {ifteen coun-
fies in which there was no registry gave a
much larger vote at the October clection,
even with the six months® qualification, than
the whoie vote given to the Lecompton Con-
stitution on the 17th of November last. If
then, sovereignty ean be delegated. and the
Convention as snch are sovereion, wh Ide-
ny, surely it must be only in such a3
when such a Convention are chosen by the
people, which we have scen was not the case
as regards the late Lecompton Couveution.
Itwas for this and other reasons that in my
inaugural aurd other addresses | insisted that
the Conpstitution should be submitted to the
people by the Convention, as the only means
of curing this vital defect in its orgunization.
It was, therefore, among other reasons that
wlien, as you know, the organization ealled
the -"'ru;u.'i.;l. State Government™ was made,
and as a consequence an inevitable ¢ivil war
and conflict must have ensned, these results
were prevented by my assuring, net the Abo-
litionists, as has been erronconsly stated (for
my address was not to them, but to the peo-
ple of Kansas). that, in my judgment, the
Constitution wonld bhe submitted fairly and
freely for ratifleation or rejection by their
vote ; and that if this was not done. I would
unite with them (the people) as 1 now do, in
lawinl opposition to such procedure.

The power and responsibility beingdevolved
exclusively upenme by the President of using
the Federal army in Kansas to suppress insur-
