—A fire broke out
on the morning of the Sth instant, in Phila-
delphia, among some petrolevm stored on a
lot at Ninth and Federal streets. The fire
commenced at about 3 o’clock, and spread
so rapidly that a number of persons were
unabie to make their escape froyy the de-
vouring elemept. Fifteen persons are known
to have been burned, and at least fifty fam-
ilies are left houseless. This horrid catas-
trophe is another warning against storing
coal oil in large Juantities, in populous dis-
tricta.
