The Penucyivania Legislature adjourned
on Thursday, April 11th., The Senate, i}l:
accogdance with the provisions of the Con-
sticution. before its adjournment, proceeded
to elect a Speaker, whereupon Hon. J. L. |
Graham, of Allegheny, was elected—the |
Democrats voiing for W. A. Wullace, Esq., |
of (- arfield. * Speaker Hall, before retiring |
rhanked the Senats fr their support during
his term. In the House, resolutions of
thanks to Speak®r Glass, were passed, and
he was also presented with china and silver |
g1z, pold watch 2nd silver zalver from mem- |
bers of both sides, and the officers. Speak-
er Glass, in his closing remarks, charged
the Senate with the responsibility of defeat- \
ing the free railroad Jaw. At 120’clock, M.,
both branches adjourned. sine die.

Daring its session of sixty working days.
the Legislature passed one thousand six
hundred and fifty-two bills and sixteen joint
resolutions. Ot these, one thousand two
hundred and eighty-six had been signed by
the Governor up to the hour of adjourn-
ment—making an average of nearly twenty-
cight laws per day, as haviug been placed
upon the statute books during the past ses-
sion.

That many of the acts passed by this Leg-
islature, are of public benefit, and will be
approved by the people eenerall,, (nere is
no donke , - Yetr, in other instances, that
LUy {ailed to meet the wants or demands of
large communities in varions sections of the
Commonwealth. Justice to the people in
the Southwestern part of the State would
have restored to the Connellsville rgilroad
company all its privilezes to complete that
great thoroughfare, but the Legislature
thonght otherwise. The mass of the peo-
ple fuvored the passage of a general or “free'
railroad law, but their “‘servants™ disre-
garded that favorable expression and defeat-
ed the measure asked for. That some of
the members will be held to a strict account-
ability by their immediate constituency for
their action in-reference to these two meas-
ares. is manifest from the tone of their home
papers. Thisis right, If the people elect
men to attend to what they believe to be
siof the sreatest ooyl to the greatest num-
ber,"’ their wishes should be complied with,
unless manifestly and radically wrong. 1If
the people’schosen representatives disregurd
their will, then let all such be cast aside as
unworthy of confidence, and in the future
endeavor to clect better wen.  Should this
course be adopted by the people, we should
soon have a Legislature that wonld be en-
tirely above snspicion—a Legislaturve that
would only look to the best intererts of its
econstituents, and the development of the
gtill hidden and inexhanstible 1esources of
this great and growing Commoniealth.

Russiany America.—In another column
we publish an articte in reference to the
soil, products, ete., of Russian America,
just ceded to the United States.  Thae arti-
ele will be read with interest, as it embraces
extiacts from the pen of an Englishman,
who in 1855 advoeated its ‘annexation to
British America, on account of its vast for-
ests of timber, and its commercial advanta-
ges on the Pacific coast.  Whether Russian
America is as valnable as is generally sup-
posed is not satisfactorily demonstrated as
yet. That it is of some considerable im-
portance in & commercial point, may be in-
forred from the fact the London TVmes and
News cxhibit much uneasiness on account
of its cession to the United States. and de-
clare that England would entera protest
against its purchace by our governunient if
she had a right to do so. But time alone
can demonstrate satisfactorily the wisdom
of the purchase ot this vast Northwestern
territory by our authorities. So let us wait
and sec.

At this point a permanent subsidence of the
rround has taken plice, and the sea has ac-
cordingly eneroached far inte what, on
Thursday afternoon, was one of the busie-t
parts of Mytelene.

degrees south. Thus, both in soil and oli-
muate, the great portion of Russian-Ameri-
ca, bordering upon the sea, is not inferior
to the eastern eoasts of America and Adia,
whether Iying in the same, or in a much
lower parallel.
