tion of color, hhall be enrolled and registered
according to tho provisions ot the first sec-
tion of the act approved the 17th day of
April, 1 SOU, entitled "An act further sup-
plemental to the act relative to the elections

t this Commonwealth," and shall, when
otherwise qualified under existing laws, be
entitled Ui vote at all general and bpecial
elections in this (niiuouweallh."

Ani Whebcas, It is iny constitutional
and official duty '"to take care that laws be
faithfully executed ;" and it has come touiy
knowledge that sundry assessors and regis-
ters of voters have refused and are refusing
to assess and register divers colored male
citizens of lawful age, and otherwise quali-
fied as c!ciors :

Aoto therefore, in considerations of the
