If you
tzke an ounee of pulverized carbonate of
ammonia, dissolved in one gallon of water,
it will make spring water even more stimn-
luting to your plants than rain water, Ii
you water your plants once in two weeks
with guano water (one table spoonful to a
pail of water) they will grow more thrifty.
