| is beautiful and durable, It will have
an imposing appearance from the lake
and the tracks of the railways from the
Houth and East, Tir estimated cost is
eighty thousand dollars, It has a clr-
culiar bpge of fifty feetsix inchesin dinm-
eter, four and a half feet high, ascended
by four steps, on which is another base
with convex sides of the same height,
On this the sepulehre containing the
murble sarcophagus is to rest, and above
all will be an arched structure, resting
on four columnsg, the inner chamber of
which will be ten feet square,

On the four pedestals projecting from
the cormers of the sepulchre are to be
symbolical statues in o sitting posture
and of life size, which will symbolize
the following ideas: Illinois, holding in
hier hand o medallion of her son, illus-
trious though dead, while by her side
rests o sheal of wheat, emblematic of
her agricultural weslth, and the State
arms, emblematic of her sovereignty ;
America, with a shield ; Hlistory, with
her recording tablet; and Fame, with

Above the tomb, and supported by its
wills, is the pedestal of the column.
