the “Indiana Conspiracy Cases,”” and while
urging every person to read it carefully, we
think it an excellent time to review briefly,
the events of the five years last past, and
make a note of the polit?l posture of affairs
at this time,

In the beginning of the war, the Democ-
raey held that a state cou[d not secede from
the union; that a state eould not be guily
of treason, though individual eitizens might
be.. Ia the prize cases recently decided, the
United States Supreme Cowrt have, in al-
most those words, sustained that view, and
such is ulso the opinion of the President of
the, United States. Two branches of the
government with us on that point. Against
the Democracy, the President and the Su-
preme Court, are arrayed Stevens, Samner
and Phillips, the traitors at “‘the other end
of the line.”’

In the beginning of the warand constant-
Iy during its progress, the Democracy held
that all parties and persons should be sub-
ject to the anthority, and under the protec-
tion of the Coustitution. That the mere
state of war gave (0 no man any power
which he had not by virtue of the Constitu-
tion ; and that no man eould be either ar-
rested, tried or punished, except in strict
conformity to its letter and spirit.

All the red-mouthed-stay-at-home aboli-
tionists in the country railed against the doc-
trine ; but a republican Congress upon two
occasions admitted the strength of the posi-
tion. by passing acts of indemnity. screen-
ing Lincoln and all his cotemptible satraps
through the country, from the legal conse-
quences of their illegal actions.

During the war, the Demoeracy held that
military trials of eivilliansTwas an unheard
of and tyranmical usurpation of power. The
abolitionists in Colambia County and else-
where encouraged, defended, applauded and
used military forces and’'commissions, in the
arrest, trial, and pmaishme.m of citizens ;
and now, all that is pronounced illegal and
void, and that those “military commissions”
had ®¥no jurisdiction to try and sentence.”

Again, during the .war. and at all times,

the Democracy held that the way porer as
it_was styled. gave no authority to any one,
neither to the government or the President
to abolish slavery. anywhere. This posi-
tion. like each of the others was bitterly as-
sailed and denounced. And yet hardly had
the echoes of the howlings died away, until
a republican Congress affirmed the sound-
ness of the democratie dectrine. by psssing
an amendment to the Constitution, abolish-
ing slavery : A perfectly useless thing. if
the Presidential proclamations had proda-
ced that effect.
« We might continue this examination of
points and positions at greater length, and
disenss the question of belligerents, piracy,
constructive treason, &e., and in each one
show that the sober second thought has in-
variably settled every one of them in favor
of the doectrine”of the Democracy. But
this article is already too longz. and we for-
bear. 'The record of our party in favor of
¢ivil hiberty and law, against nsurpation and
tyranny isa proud one.  ““The past at least
is secure, and nothing can dim the lustre
of a party struggling against place and pow-
er, in favor of eivil liberty and constitution-
al Jaw, and Ly the mere force of right,
achieving a vietory.

Every day we read of great and destrue-
tive fires, and the wonderful and magnani-
mous econduet of the Fire companies in
quenching them. We know, from experi-
ence, some of the ruinousand wasting effocts
of adestructive fire.  Although thus far
Bloomsburg has been exceedingly favored
with the absence of desolating fires. but our
turn may soon eoine.  We caution our citi-
zens to be very carefnl with fire—imagine
our condition ! our situation ! Are we sup-
plied with water, and with a Fire company
to extinguisha fire? No! And is there
anything to prevent a fire, with a favorable
wind, from raging from one end of Blooms-
burg to the other. No ! Therefore, we ask
ourenterprisingand wealthy citizens, wheth-
er or not this state of things, shall continue
to exist. It is simply nonsense to attempt to
get up a fire company, which could be easily
effeeted, until we have a supply of water.
Where in the United States is there a town
or eity more favorably situated for “‘water
works” than Bloomshurg ? What a mag-
nifficent opportunity does tha water of Fish-
ingereek, and the site of Cemetery Hill af-
ford for supplying the very house-tops of
Bloomshurg with an inexhaustible supply of
fresh water. - Who will make a move in this
landable entérprise.
