MaNAGEMENT oF OrEaM IN THE WIN-
TEr.— For some rezson not yet known,
cream skimmmed from milk in cold weath-
er does not eome to butter, when churned,
so (quickly as that from the same cow in
Iwarm weather. Perchaps the pelicles,
' which form the little sacs of butter in the
eream, are thicker and tongher. There
are two methods of obviating this trouble
in a great degree.  One is to set the pan
of milk on the stove, or in some warm
place us soon as strained, and let 11 remain
until quite warm—some say untila bubble
or two rises, or until a skim of ¢ream be-
t'_itv-i to form on the sarface. Another
I:;uudc recowamended, is to add a table
-glmunfui ot galt to a quart of cream when
| it is skimmed. Cream thius prepared will
i generally come to butter in o few minutes
when churned. 1t is thought the salt acts
upon the coating of the butter globules
and makes them tender, so that they break
readily whea beaten by churning,—.
