Reduction of Expenses,

A short time ngo about four fifthe of
our Provogt Marshals were mustered out
of service, ali the Surgcons and Commis-
siopers having preceded thew ; a numbper
of districts were consolidated at zentral
and convenient points, and the records
removed there for reference in the settie-
ment ol soldiers’ and bounty aceounts.—
We now Jearn that a further consolidation
will probably take place at the end of the
manth, resulting in_the mustering out o!
gerviee of a pumber of Provost Marshals,
and that the clerical force mow emiployed
in these offices will be rednced at least
fitty per cent.—until there will be but one
or two in the service of the whole State.
Our people will be glad of uny reduction
in the expenses of our Government, and
certainly have ro reason to complain of
Seeretary Stanton in tkis respect. Some,
however, express their astonishment that
the whole Provost Marshal system was
not abolished the day after Lee’s surrea-
aer, and cannot see what there is to do in
that department of goverument service,
“pow that the war is over.” Unferta-
nately the records of these offices are ne-
cessarily referred to daily, by soldiers
whose muster rolls have been lost, by
others who claim local bounties, and by
ward and township authorities in the set-
tlement of various questions arising from
the payment of bounties. A very short
time wi!'l close this business, when the
records will Le removed to Washington
City, aud the few remaining offices closed.

The Atianlic Cable.

A project has been started in London

by s entirely newronte. A Mr. Allen hag
Jnvented a new cable, which he aflirms i-
better than any other.  kle sheathes his
wire within a gutta-percha covering, in-
stead of having a wire protection vuleide
His wire has an “internal condueting eop
per core, of dimensions varying from the
propossd length of the eable, protected by
a spiral coating of small steel wires—
which thom-dlves counstitute the strenguth
ot the cable—the whole emBedded in gut-
ta percha, ard eovered with an outer cov-
cring of tarred hompen rope.” It weighs
onlv one-fourth ot the lost Adantic cable;
is only ve-cights of an ineh in dizmeter,
in~tead of one and one tenth inches ; tukes
up little room ia a ship; co~ts about a
fitth of the other eables, and will transmit
a much greater numbef of letters ina piven
time. The projected line is inteaded to
run from London to Oporto, six hundred
miles ; from Oporto to Azores, nine han-
dred miles; and from the Azoves to Hal-
ifax, fourteen hundred more.
