[T give you the following account of an
ineident preceding the first relief of Luck-
now in India, as described by the wife of
an English officer of the rescued party ]

—On every side, death stared us in the
face; no human skill could avert it any
lopger. We saw the moment approach, |
when we must bid farewell to carth, yet
without fecling that unutterable borror
which must bave been experienced by the
unhappy victims at Cawnpore.  We were
resolved rather to die than yicld,and were
fully persuadod, that, in twenty-four hours,
all would be over. The engineers had
said s0, and all knew the worst.  We wo-
mien strove to encournga esch other, and
 to perform the light daties assigned to us,

such as conveying orders to the batteries,

| and supplying the men with provisions,
| cspecially cups of eoffee,which we prepared
[ duy and wight. I had gone out to try and
make myself useful, in company with Jes
sie Drown, tha wife of a corporal in my
[ husbaud’s regiment.  Poor Jessie had been
in a state of restless excitement all throogh
the sicge, and had fullen away visibly
within the last few days. A comstant
| fever consumed ber, and her wind wao-
| dered oceasionally, cspecially that day,
when the recollectivns of hume scemcd
Phwﬂffl.l.n)‘ present to Lier.

At last, overcome with fatigue, she
lay down on the ground, wrapped up in
her plaid. T sat beside ber, promising s
awaken bor when, as she gaid, “her father
should return from the plowing’  She

[ fell at length iuto a profound slumber,

motioulvss, and, apparcutly brgatlless, her
Liead resting inmy lap. I myself could
no longer rezist the inclination to sleep,in
spite of the continual roar of the eannon.
Sfuddenly, I was aroused by a wild, uu-
carthly sercam. elose to my ear; my com-
panion stood upright beside me, her arms
raised, and her head bent forward in the
attitude of listening. A look of intense
delight broke over her countenance, she
grasped my hond, drew me towards her,
and exclaimed, “Dinna yo hear it ? dinna
Ay, I'm no dreamin’, ir's the
slogan o the ffo_-.;,’dnunfasr.l ! We're sarved !
we're saved ! Then, flinging herself on
her knees, she thanked God with passion-
ate fervor. I felt utterly bewildercd : my
English ears beard only the roar of artil-
lery, and I thought my poor Jessie was wild
still, but she darted to the batteries,and 1
heard ber ery iocessantly to the men,
“Courage ! courage ! bark to the slogan—
tothe Macgregor, the grandest of them a'.
Hero's help at last!” To deseribe the

Ui effect of these words upoen the soldiers,

would be smpossible.  Fora moment they
censed firing, and every soul listened in
intense aoxiety.  Gradually, however,
there arose a murmur of bitter disappoint-
ment, and the wailing of the women who
had flocked to the spot burst out anew as
the Colonel shook his head. Our dull,
lowland ears, heard nothing but the rattle
of the musketry.

A few moments more of this death-like
suspense, of this agonizing hope, and Jes-
sic, who bad sank to the ground, sprang
to her feet, and cried, in a voice so loud
and picrcing that it was distipetly heard
along the whele line, “Will ye no believe
itnoo? The slogan has ceased, indeed,
but the Canpbells are comin'! Iye hear?
WEE mEAR #7 At that moment,we sccmed
to Lear indeed the voice of God in the dis.
tance, when the pibroch of the Highland-
¢rs brought us tidings of deliverance.
That shrill, penetrating, ccaseless sound,
which rose above all other sounds, could
come neither from the advance of the ene-
my, nor from the work of the Sappers.
No, it was indeed the blast of the Seottish
bagpipes—now shrill and harsh, as threat-
ening vengeance on the foe—then,in softer
tones, sceming to promise succor to their
fricnds in need.  Never surcly was there
such a secoe as that which followed. Not
a heart in the residency of Lucknow but
Lowed itsell before God. All, by one
simultaneousimpulse,fell upon theirknees,
and nothing was Lcard but bursting sobs
aud the murmured voice of prayer. Then
all arose, aud there rang from a thossand
lips m great shout of joy, which resvunded
far and wide, and lent new vigor to that
blessed pibroch. To our cheer of “God |
save the Queen I they replied by the well
known strain that moves every Scot to
tears, “Should Auld Aequaintance be For-
got 7" After that, nothing made any im-
pression on me ; 1 scarcely remember what
fullowed. Jessie was presented to the
tieneral on his entrauee into the fort, and |
at the officers” banquet Ler health was|
drunk by all present, while the pipers
marched around the table, playing once
more the familiar air of “Auld Lang,
Syne.”

F Encounter with an African Lion.

[From Livingstone's Misstonary Travels and Kescuches
ju South Africs |

Returning toward Kuruman, 1 se-
lected the Leautiful valley of Malot-
=a (lat. 25 14 south, lon. 26 307) as
the site of a missionary station, and
thither 1 removed in 1843, Here an
oceurrence took place, concerning
which 1 have frequently been ques-
tioned in England, and which, but for |
the importunities of friends, I meant
to have kept in store to tell my chil-
dren when inmy dotage. The Baka-
tla of the village Mahotsa were much
troubled by lions, which leaped iuto
the eattle-pens by night and destroy-
ed their cows. They even attacked
the herds in open day. This was so
unusual an ocearrence that the people
believed that they were bhewitched —
“wriven, (a5 they said) into the power

' of the lions by a neighboriug tribe.”
They went once to attack the animals,
but, being rather a cowardly people
compared to Beehunas in gencral on
sueh oceasions, they returned with-
out killing any.

It is well known that if one of a
troop of lions is killed, the others
take the hint and leave that part of
the country. So, the next time the
herds were attacked, I went with the
people, in order to encourage them to
rid themselves of the annoyance by
destroying one of the marauders. We
found the lions on a small hill about
a quarter of a mile in length, and
covered with trees. A cirele of men
was formed around it, and they grad-
ually elozed up, {ii’nct‘lll“:lg pretty near

this time he had a little bush in front.

Being about thirty yards off, I took a
good aim at his body throush the
bush, and fired both barrels into it.
| The men called out, “he isshot ! heis
shot !"  Others cried, “He has been

shot by another man, too ; let us co
to him!" I did not sec any one clse
shoot him, but I saw the lion's tail

erected in anger behind the bushand,
I turning to the people, said, “Stap a
little, till I load again.”

It
entirely obviates all the evils existing,
and so seriously felt, by all our northern
people, in our jmperfect and expensive
mode of beating bouses. It is not more
expensive in its construction than our
stoves, and it is quite an ormament to a
room ; is entirely free from dirt and filth
in its use ; gives an even, genial warmth,
1o any degree that may be desired, eutire-
ly free from the unpleasant effect of cur
hot air system; and is the perfection of
b bmnl R pafaat ia s, shos
for a buudred and fifty years there bas
been uo change in its arrangement, and it
has given perfect satisfaction, in a ecoun:
try where they require as much warmth
for their comfort as we do, and where the
eold to enntend with is greater.

Where the people are quite as istelli-
gent in all that pertaius to such matters
as we are, it can bardly be supposed, if
thero was any advantage to be obtained, or
anything more desired, for comfort or
convenience or beauty or economy,that no
changes would bave been made in it in so
long w time. It is & great wonder to me
that some ove bas pot only tried it in
Ameriea, but establisbed it use and man-
ufacture there, for its construction is as
simple and easy to understand as its prin-
ciples of heating and ventilating a roow,
are beautiful and economizing.

Ouly one fire a day is made in them,
and then only & small quantity of birch
wood is wsed. Uge of common sizo is ca-
pable of heating a room, about thirty fuet
square, as warm as you wenld desire it
even in this cold climate. The smount
of wood burned in each stove, in their
eight months of winter, is only one cord,
Swedish, which isa little less than our
cord, or as 120 cabic feet to 128. There
are several patterns, some much more
beautiful than otbers; but most of them
are o plain, round pedestal or column, ex-
