ns to disturb business or nt all effect any sort
of enterprise. But we see clearly tho evil
that must resulUtnlcss a further cheapening
of the currency and swellingof nil prices are
stopped. We hold that it is essential to tho
stability of our Government that tho excess
of paper issue be retired as fast us a duo de-

gree of prudence will permit. A more
currency nnd cheaper prices forall

the necessaries of life are, in all industrial
pursuits, felt to bo essential to give business
the stability that insures u lasting prosperity.
It is not tho amount of currency, however,
that makes money plenty or scarce in busi-

ness, so much as tho want of that elasticity
of currency that conies only with confidence
in the future ; and this is not likely to como

' nt a stand-stil- l than at any time within tho
last five years. It is not from tiny want of
currency authorized by law. The amount is
abundant. The only thing required is that
those who may command it. may bo reason-
ably assured that when used it may come
back with its proper increase. This assur-
ance cannot come while questionsof moment-
ous consequence in the future aro pending,
orif enterprise is undertaken on the topmost
waveof curreneyandcredit. Xorlh'd Coun-

DEFEAT OF THE COLORADO BILL.

An attempt was made in tho Senate, this
afternoon, to pass tho Colorado bill over the
President s veto. The voto being taken by
yeas and nays, resulted in its defeat, by 20 to
111 not as required by the Con-
stitution. Sumu five or six Republican Sen-
ators voted in tho negative, and Mr. Sum-
ner, who was present, dodged tbo question
and didn't vote ut all.
