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TII12 IIAXKKl FT LAW.
By the liiw Just passed, jurisdiction in

bankruptcy is given to tho scvorul United

States District Courts with tho United i tales

Circuit Courts acting in a supervisory capac

ity as Courts of Equity, and Judges of tho

District Courts will bo assisted by Registers

in Bankruptcy, whoso powers aro limited

and provision is made for reforenco of dis
puted questions to tho District Court J mlgcs,

and for appeals from tho District Courts to

the Circuit Courts, an', from tho latter, in

cases whero tho mo' r in dispute shall ex
cecd $2,0U0, to the (Juited States Supremo
Court.

Thero aro two kinds of bankruptcy, vol'

until ry and involuntary. In the former any
person residing within the United States
jurisdiction, owing over $:iOi), and finding

himself insolvent, tuny apply by petition to
ihc Judge of the district in which be has
resided for the six months preceding the
date of the petition, or for the longest period
luring such six months, and shall thereupon
be declared n bankrupt. The creditors hav-

ing been properly notified by the Court muy

appoint one or more assignees of the estate
of the debtor , the choieo to bo mndo by
the greater part in value and in number of
tho creditors who havo proved their debts,
or in ea so of failure to agree, than by tho

district Judge, or where there are no oppos-
ing creditors by the Register. Tho whole
affairs of the bankrupt pass into tho hands
of the assignees, who have full power grant-
ed them necessary for tho collection of all
debts, and the final adjustment and closing
up of the estate ; and whero delay is likely
to occur from litigation in tho final distribu-
tion of the assets, the court is empowered
to direct their temporary investment The
bankrupt is liable at all times to be called up
for examination nn oath upon matters relat-
ing to the disposal or condition of his prop
erty or business transactions, und for good
cause his wifo may in like manner bo com
pelled to attend as a witness in the case.

In the distribution of the bankrupt's es
tate dividends are to bo paid us agreed upon
by a majority in value of the creditors, from
time to time, at three months' intervals but
tho following claims aro first to be paid in
full: First, the fees, costs and expenses un-

der the act ; second, debts, taxes mid as-

sessments; fourth, wages to any operative,
clerk or house servant to un amount not ex-

ceeding $50 for labor performed within six
months preceding the bankruptcy; fifth,
lebts due to any persons who arc or may be

entitled to preference by the laws of the
I nited States. The voluntary bankrupt is
entitled to his discharge provided no fraud
is proved against him, at any time, from
sixty days to one year after the adjudication
of bankruptcy, but the proof or discovery of
any fraud or concealment deprives him of
the right to discharge. No person who has
once received his discharge is to be entitled
again to become a voluntary bankrupt, un-

less his estate is sufficient to pay seventy
percent, of his debts, or unless three-fourth- s

of his creditors assent in writing to his bank-

ruptcy.
Preferences and fraudulent conveyances

aro declared void by the act, and suitable
provisions are made fur the voluntary bank- -

uptey of partnership and corporations.
The coemptions are as follows :

"The necessary household und kitchen
furniture, and such other articles and neces-

saries of such bankrupt as the assignee shall
designate mid set apart, having reference in

the amount to tlie" family, condition and cir
cumstances of tho bankrupt but altogether
not to exceed in value, in any case, the sum
of $500 ; and ulso tho wearing apparel of
such bankrupt, and that of his wifo and
children, and the uniform, arms and equip
ments of any person who is or has been a

soldier in the militia or in the scrvico of the
United States; and such other property,
not included in the foregoing exceptions, as
is exempted from levy mid sale upon execu
tion or other process or order of court, by
tho laws of the State in which the bankrupt
has his domicile at tho tiuio of tho com-

mencement of the proceedings in bankruptcy
to an amount not exceeding that allowed by
such State exemption laws in force in the
year ISO I."

Acts of Involuntary bankruptcy under the
law aro classified as follows : Departure or
itbscnco from tho State whero debts aro
owed, with intent to defraud creditors ; con-

cealment to avoid service of process for tlio
recovery of debt ; concealment of property
to avoid seizure on legal process ; assignment
designed !v delay, defraud, or hinder credi
tors, arrest and detention for seven days, un-

der execution for a debt exceeding onu him-die- d

dollars; actual, imprisonment fur seven

days in a civil action founded on contract
for one hundred dollars; assignment, gift,
confession of judgment, or any other act by

which preference is given to any creditor,
endorser or surety ; dishonoring commercial
paper, or suspending and not resuming pay-

ment for fourteen days. Tho petition for
un adjudication of bankruptcy in such cases

may come from one or moro creditors whose

debts reach tiro hundred and fifty dollars,

but the peti'.!-- n must bo brought within six
months after tho act of bankruptcy has been
committed. In involuntary bankruptcy the
proceedings are more stringent than in other
cases. The penalty for any fraud or conceal

ment, direct or indirect, undor the act, is
imprisonment, with or without hard labor,
for a term not exceeding throe years.

"The Situation."
We observe in the True Index, published

at Petersburg! Va., tho article given below

WHAT IS TO I1C THE KE8LTT?

This is a question asked us overy day, and
as difficult of solution as was supposed to bo

tiouists in Congress to tear dowu the pillars
of constitutional liberty, the more eutnplicat
cd do their schemes become, and speculation
is lost in doubt and uncertainty, and nothing
seems assured beyond " a fearful looking
for" of somo dire national calamity which
threatens utter destruction to tho prosperity
of tho country.

The rapid disintegration which the Consti
tution is now undergoing ut tlie hands of
Republican fanaticism, it is thought by clear
thinking Conservatives, must inevitably lead
to strife and civil war. Tho excitable class

think it will be precipitated at an early day

in ull probability by the impeachment of the
rresidcut, whilst cooler heads believe that
no resistance will be made, until the new

form of government begins to bear oppres-

sively upon the people ut large, and that the
day will not be far distant when such is the
case. Dodge, of New York, together with

many of tho leading journals of tho North,
even including Republican ones of a milder
stump, agreo that tho commercial interests
of the country nre now on the brink of ruin,
that u crash is imminent, nay almost inevi-

table, which ha no parallel ; and yet in such

When they reached tho houso they endeav-
ored by persuasion to induce him to come
from the house, promising not to harm him
if ho would ; but ho not only refused to do
so, but threatened to kill any uno who would
enter the house, 'i lie officers, however, did
not regard his threats, und they attempted
to enter by tho way of tho window, when
they were met by a shower of bricks, hurled
nt them by tho maniac.

It would seem at tho outset asif this must
be rather a dismal proceeding, but itdid not
prove to be so. The hot air is not felt as op-

pressive, because the top of the head is kept
covered with a thick cloth, dippedovcry few
moments in cold water.

Then, the whole affair seems, somehow, to
strike all tho women as a great joke ; they
are more sociable, und getbetturacquuinted,
than they would at a watering place, or ra-

ther at nny other watering placo, in three
years. There ure neither good looks nor
nice clothes to bo jeulous of, for, in tho twi-

light of tho place, wrapped in thin sheets,
and compelled to absorb heat, until tho per-
