The Bankrupt Law. This law enables
any man who owes debts exceeding $300 to
apply to court for his discharge. $500 is

exempt. The IicgUtor nf Bankruptcy calls

a meeting of creditor, appoints an assignee,
declares thu dividend, distributes assets, and
gives the discharge releasing tip bankrupt
from-al- l claims. Jt ab.o enables any er4K-lo- r

whose debtor leaves the State with
to defraud, or conceals himwdf or prop-

erty, or makes a fraudulent transfer of his
property, to havo the latter declared a
bankrupt. Under this law thero aic to le
one or mora llegisttrs in each Congressional
District, appointed from among the

WEIINKSDAY AKTEIlNOOf.

Tho Blonmsburg Literary Institute was

dodicnted on lust Wednesday and Thursday,
tho oxmnises beginning on Wednns Jay after-

noon, at two o'clock.

At one o'clock a procossion marched from

the old Academy buildings to tho new Insti-

tute, in iIim following order, to wit : Firrt,
the Bioomsburg Brass Bund ; setond, the
Board of Trustees; third, the Clergy; fourth,
tho parents of the pupils; fifth, tho pupils;
and lastly, the Faculty.

Oo arriving at tho Institute they halted,
separated In two parallel columns, and the
order of tho procession was reversed, by the
Ban ! fu'ling back to tho rear, then escorting
tho Faculty and pupils, &ho entered the
building first and were followed by tho pa-

rents and Trustees together with a vast
concourse of pooplo who had assembled out-

side the building. In a few minutes tho
Hall was filled to overflowinir.

The building is nmontf the first of its kind
in the State. Iu location and convenience,

it is unsurpassed. Professor Carver, the
enntrantor. has labored with ttnabating r.cal
