Be it enacted, 4c., That on
and after the passage of this act any railroad,
or railway corporations within this Common-
wealth that shall exeludo, or allow to be ex-
cluded by their agents, conductors, or em
ployees trom any ot tneir passonger cars any
person or persons on account of color or race
or that shall refuse to carry in anr of their
cars thus set apart any person or persons on
account of color or race, or that (hull for
such reasons compel or attempt to compel
any person or persons to occupy any par-
ticular part of any of these cars set apart
fur tha arcflmmodation of people as passen
gers, shall be liable to an action of debt to
tne person tnereoy injurea or ggnoveu m
the sum of five hundred dollars, tho same
to be recovered in an action of debt as like
amounts are now by low recoverable.

Section 2. That any agent, conductor or
employes, of any railroad or railway corpo-
ration within this Commonwealth, who shall
exeludo, allow to be exoluded, or assist in
the esolusion from any of their oars set apart
for the accommodation of passengers, any
person or persons on account of color or
race, or who shall refuse to carry such person
or persons on account of color or race, or
who shall throw any oars from the track,
thereby preventing persons from riding,
shall be deemed guilt of a misdemeanor,
and upon the conviction thereof shall pay
fine not exceeding five hundred dollars nor
lass than nna hnnrireii dollars, or bs impris
oned for a term not exceeding three months
nor less than thirty days, or ootn, at tne
discretion of the court.

There
was a parade of a "colored Loyal League"
of armed negroes who marched about all
day carrying banners inscribed, "Remember
Fort Pillow when you go to the polls," and
"The Radicals build school-house- s aud the
Conservatives burn them." There was a
good deal of free whisky, 'much firing of
muskets in the air, and every indication of
an inevitable disturbance. One gentleman
testifies that he went to the League and told
them, thiy "would provoke a war if they
were not more prudent," and the white
Radicals said, "By God, that's just what we

want"
They had what they wanted, to a limited

extent The black loaguers, tired tjf firing

in the air, assembled in a publio square and
poured a volley of bullets into a crowd of
white spectators. Brownlow's commission-
er of registration for that county, in his
official report to his master, calls this mur-
derous volley "firing a salute" at least he
slysthat was the object of tho League's
assemblage in tho square ; and has heard
that a pistol was fired from the crowd, fol-

lowed by two volleys, which were "instantly
answered by the members from the League,"
with the following results: "One white
man," says the commissioner, "was instantly
killed, and about six of the rebel crowd
were wounded, most of them slightly. At
least fourteen of the League were wounded ;

two of tbcm it issupposed mortally." The
coroner's jury mildly say that the riot was
"a gross outrage on the community," and
that the affair ought to be fully investigated.
The commissioner of registration requests
Brownlow to "send a company of soldiers
at once."

Of course, this was done. There is no
necessity for a farcical "investigation," since
all the necessary Radical capital is made in
the call for a squad of Brownlow's soldiers
to the spot Possibly, too, Radicalism is

satisfied with the wounding of six of "the
rebel crowd" and the murder of one white
man. I ncse armed Brownlow bandits arc
now parading the State. Only one of the
miscreants has been lately shot, and he for
attempting to rob a store. The rest of them
are ready to do Brownlow's work, August 1,

and to compel what will be called a "re-ele- c

tion of that infamous scoundrel at the
point of the bayonet Meanwhile, to amuse
their leisure, the armed bands are out raging
women, murdering men, and are plundering
stores and houses, till the actual service for
which they are organised may be needed.
This service is too shoot down such citizens
as may approach tbe polls to vote against
Brownlow. Congress now holds up Tennes-
see to the other States ss an inviting instance
of thefreedom and benefits to be derived
from Radical reconstruction. Xew York
World.
