The Seandinavinns elaim that an Teeland-
or, named Biorn, in A, 1, 1000, was blown
away to Amerien. He roturned, and told
Firio and Red of his discovery, who eniled
westward five hundred yoars bofore Ameri-
o Vespuoci, and found Newfoundland, or
Vincland. From here they coasted south-
wardly to Narragansett Bay, where they
spont a wholo season, relurned, and sent
another colony. In 1221, Eris, a Bisbop,
visited the new soce.  Beforo that, commerce
was maintained between the colony and tho
mother country, and in 1400 the last bishop
was sent westwardly. There were then
throe hundred Secandinavian villnges in

In 1117 a Baga was found in an old
college in Tceland, which described the ad-
ventures of the Norsemen in America, and
told where they scttled and what they did.

tomac river, and not far from Washington,
Mr. Raflinson, M. Lequercaux, Prof, Brand
and Dr, Doyee examined the spot, in ac-
cordance with the Saga (history), and found
in June last, the Runie inseription which,
as they claim, verifies the story.

It certainly is singularthat after so many
centurics of rest the dead should rise in their
graves and claim from Columbus and Amer-
igo and their followers a renown. which has
not been questioned to them in the lapse of
so many centuries, There are no vital in-
terests conterned.  There are no antiquar-
ian theories of great moment resolved in
this alleged discovery. But there will cer-
tainly be something quaint and curious in
thosto proofk, should they, be made such,
which establish that the sons of the old
Jarls and Vikings fished in our waters, hun-
ted our fields and tilled our Jands down to
the hCesapeake long before Miles Standish
drew beeath, or Joln Smith bent a bow, or
Penn sought a new home and cven before
Columbus had shown that an egg may stand
upon ¢ither end. The intercst among the
Reandinavians is likoly to be strong, and we
shall liappily welcome thousands more to
follow the steps of their great loader and
antetype.
