The man who raises
choice fowls, and keeps them in good condi-

tion, sells largo, rich eggs for tho same price
per dozen that is paid for others one-thir- d

smaller. This operates as a discourage-

ment to raising good hens, and as' a premi-

um on poor ones.

A writer in the Canada Farmer insist

that eggs should be sold by tho pound as

well as meat and butter, and gives tho dif

ference in the avorago weight of a dozon of

eggs from the different breeds ol low, ns

follows:
Common fowls. ....1 lb 6 oz.

Spanish .1 lb 0 oz.

Oray Dorking ,.1 lb 10 oz.

Orav Dorking and Brahma... ..1 lb 14 oz.

Gray Dorkiug aud Cochin 1 lb 15J oz.

These are tho differences in tho average

woightfrora different breeds. Should we

compare the poorest specimens of tho poor-

est breeds with tho best specimens of tho

best, we would find a diffcrenceof fully one-hal- f,

and yet all are sold at the same price.

We buy and sell nothing at so looso an ad-

justment of quantity to price as eggs, ex-

cept when wo buy wood by tho load. Even

apples and pcachc, when sold by number,

have the prico adjusted to the size.' But
big or little, an egg is an egg.

Treatment of Cows. If cows aro wor-

ried by any cause, as fright, or
or are in heat, the milk is lessened in

quantity and deteriorated in quality, and

sours much sooner. Unnatural, rough or
harsh treatment affect the mental and phy-

sical condition of tho cow, and react direct
ly upon tho dairyman, by lessening tho
quality and quantity ot milk ; consequently,
he should realizo that not only humanity,

but demands that his treatment
of tho creatures under his care be marked
by kindness, gentleness, and consideration
for their comfort. Domcstio animals are
not naturally vicious, and if a uniform law

of kindness is observed towards tho cow,

she becomes attached to her milker, and
yields her milk generously and trustingly.
The cows should be milked by the same milk-

er, and at regular interval., else she becomes
restive and impatient, and the process should
bo gently but rapidly performed.

Milk very readily absorbs any taint from
vessels in which it is placed, and from odors
contained iu the atmosphere : hence to se-

cure a good quality of butter, every sur-

rounding of the dairy room should Lo in a
condition of tho utmost purity. Too little
pains is taken in raising nud selecting stock
with reference to the g qual-
ity. The common stock might be vastly
improved in this respect by judicious treat-
ment. The Jersey breed probably excels in

richness of the milk, and tho Dcvons per-

haps comes next, but tho Ayrcshires yield a

large amount of milk, and are the best fur

cheese making. The Kerries aro small and
pretty, and aro good milkers ; while the
Ilerefords are large, but are usually poor
milkers.

Preserving Flowers. A friend who

has had experience iu preserving Sowers

gives tho following recipe : "Ileal fine

quartz sand in an iron pot, and stir in some
stearic acid and spermaceti in the propor-

tion of half an ounce of each to every five

pounds of sand. Taken from the fire,

the whole id well mixed and used as follows:

A small box, with a drawer lid, with the
bottom knock d, out is invcr o 1, an laeonr. e
piece of wire gauze placed inside, over the
lid, which now forms tho bottom. This
eoivo is then covered with a layer of the
prepared sand. Tho flowers, properly thin-

ned, are then placed on this sand, and com-

pletely imbedded in more of it, to keep
them in position. Tho box, covered with
paper, is then placed in a room or oven, in
which a temperature of 100 to 110 degrees
Fahrenheit, in which they will soon bo dried.
Then tho lid of the box is drawn, which

causes the sand to fall out, leaving tho dried
flowers on tho gauze. Should the flowers

have faded, they aro touched up with paint
afterwards."

Iloas im Orchards. A correspondent
of tho Richmond (Va.) Farmer says :

"Several years ago we had a fino young or-

chard which never bore at all for six or sev-

en years. Wo supposed frost was the causo

of their not bearing. At last it was con-

venient to fatten our hogs in the peach or-

chard, about six years ago, since which lime
the orchard has borne abundantly, every
year, except last year, when the frost killed
the fruit. The cause of the barrenness was
the flat white worms eating into the roots of
the trees these the hogs rooted out and de-

stroyed."

A New Fertilizer. A correspondent
writes from the sed-sid- o of New Jersey,
that he has used for the past five years,
theusands of tons of muscles in manuring
his land. They are easily obtuincd along
tho coast of that Stato, and when applied,
give a remarkublo fertility to tho soil.
Muscles furnish a large per ccntago of

and prosphatio matter, and are
good for any crop especially corn and
grass. Sea weed is also a good fertilizer,
and can be obtained all along the Atlantic
coast'

Meadows. Now is a good time to top- -

dress with fine manure, giving a protection
to the grass roots from a burning sun, and
furnishing a stimulus to start a good after-

math. Millet is better for feeding, cut be-

fore tho seed is ripo ; out as soon as tbe
seed begins to form, or before even, if you
would have a safe, good feed, after curing.

'Orchards, grown from roots and grafts
are short-live- d, and never can be profitrble.
Plant only stock-grafte- d trees.
