For some time a great deal of dissatisfac-
tion has oxisted among the freedmen in the
neighborliood Columbus, Mississippi. They
had quit work, and left the ficldy white
with cotton, and would not pluck a boll, the
reason given for such action being that
their share of the crop would not pay their
exponces for the year, owing to the tax on
the staplo and the low prige to which it had
fallen. As soon as they refused to work as
a matter of conrse they kad to leave the
plantation and give up their houses to other
lsborers who would work. They then took
to the woads, and commenced a aystom of
indisoriminate pilfering and stock-killing, —
About two handred of them have been as-
senibled in the heighborhood of Columbus,
Mississippi, since the begivning of the cloc.
tion, and liad beeome a perfect nuisance and |
terrer to the neighborhood.

At the request of the citizens a cempany
of United States troops have beon stutioned
at Culumbus, for the protection of the lives
and property of the people.  When this
band of vagnhonized neeroes had exhausted
the conntry of everything that waa stealalje
they determined to make a raid on the town
of Columbus in full force. They wers all
armed and, prosuring a fife and dram,
warchad ieto the town, demanding bread. — |
Not one of them asked for work, they did
not wunt that, Dread was all their ory,
and they wers about commencing an indis-
eriminate robbery, when the United Stetas
troops appoarad on the ground and disarins
ed them fivst and then disparsed them.~
The ringleaders were taken ioto custody.
What a seene of bloadshed and robbory wo
would have to relate had it pat been for the
fortunate presence of the troops, we shudder
to think of.
