Cement Sides mid
ltonf to ho Shipped From Salt Luke
Clt).

Tho contractors having In charge
thu erection of tho now Interurban
dopol on tho corner of Third North
and First West Streets, commenced
pouring cement Into the foundation
Wednesday. Tho building will bo n
beauty mid u credit to thu city.

Tho plans show that it will bo
thirty-tw- o feet wldo and over fifty
feet In length. In tho northeast cor-
ner of thu building will ho tho waiting
room Is by IS feet, with doora open-
ing both to tho east and north. In
thu northwest corner will bo tho bug-gug- u

nnd oxprcss room, 14 by 18 feet,
wtiu double doors opening both to tho
north and west. Uetween the waiting
room and tho baggugo room will bo
tlio tlckut oillco projecting Blx feet
lurthur north than either. On each
Bido or tho ticket olllcu und In front
of thu waiting and baggago rooma will
bo two porches six leet wide.

Hack of tho waiting room and to tho
south will bo thu toilets, ono for tho
indies and ono for thu gents, also u
prlvato toilet and bath room for tho
agent's family. South of tho ticket
olllcu and tho baggago room will bo
thrco rooma for tho agent's living
quartorB. Ituiinliig tho entire west
oud or tho building will bo a wldo
cemont platform and porch for tho
purposo of unloading and receiving
freight.

Tho wholo building is now being
inndo In Suit Lake City or cement and
will bo shipped hero In sections as
soon iiu tho roundatlon is ready. Tho
columuu, girders and slabs for tho
sldos and roor uro all relnrorced with
steel tuid can bo put up lit u short
time. Tho partitions will bo or metal
lath, so tho sides, roof and floor being
of oomont will mako tho building well
nltfh tlroproof.
