GED. GRANTHAM SHOT
AND PROBABLY
FAALY WOUNDED

George Grantham of American Fork,
son of Mrs. Mary Grantham, was shot
ond probably fatally wounded about
4 o'clock Thursday at the docking
corrul near Kamas, He was shot by

George (Shonty) Peet of Halt Lake,
brother of Dunilel Peet of this clty,
following & row between the two.
Hoth men were in the employ of
John Berg of this city. Mr. Perg left
aarly Thuraday morning for the cor-
inl and when he arrived he found two
of his men ‘nad left — they were
Grantham and Everett Laursen. Mr
Berg sent Oliver Hunter after the
men, Hunter stated that Grantham
was angry because he was sent for
and that He had bedh drinking and
quarreling while at the Nelson mine,
wherg he had spent the night.

When he came back he begnn to
quarrel with Peet and after a lot of
papry words, Mr. Beru atintes, Peot
pulled his gun, declaring that Grane
ham could not call him names Iike
that again. They were separated hy
other herders and Peot was told to
put up his gun. Mr. Borg apderes
the men to stop quarreling or leave
the camp.
then went out among the shesp In
the corral and when h's heard a ory
looked buck and saw Grantham with
a branding Iron raised In one hand
and his other hand grasping the
throat of Peet, while Peet held a
Inrge eclub and was tusseling with
QGrantham. We states that Grantham
then hit Peet with the heavy |ron,
which knooked “Shorty” to the ground

Mr, Berg says thst he

reach the flghters Peet had agals
drawn his revolver and shot Grasts
ham through the stomache, the bul-
let did not come out

He wus immedintely taken to Park
City by Berg, Hunter and Laursen
und placed in the Park City hosplital
The doctiors operated, found the bul-
let and sewed up several large holes
in.his Intestines, but when Mr, Berg
left late that night he had not come
out of the ether and the ‘doctors did
not hold mueh Wope for his recovery.
The Deputy Sheriff arrested Peet,
but It was the opinlon of the eye-wit-
nosses that no case will be made
arninst Peet ns he shot In self defen-
",

A phone call from the Park Chty
hospital Inte Friday morning was to
the eoffect that Grantham was still
ulive and that there were some chan-
ces for his recovery.
