you eat the flesh of your own children
She answered coolly And who has a
better right There is in Hayti a class
of human monsters called loup garous
who make it a practice to prowl about
lonely houses at night to carry oil the
children They are employed by the
apalois to secure children for sacrifice in-

case the neighborhood does not furnish a
suitable subject and they are naturally
the bugbears of the country In closing-
the frightful record Sir Spencer says that
except during one year of Gcllrards
residency no government has ever
cared resolutely to grapple with the evil-
Ift they have not encouraged it they have
ignored it in order not to lose the favor-
of the masses
