CINCINNATI July 15The execution of

Josiah Palmer colored this morning is the
last that can take place in this conntyunder
tho present law which designates the Ohio
penitentiary as the place for all future exe¬

cutions Palmers crimo was tho murder of
I Was H Kirk in his stable on the afternoon

of December 24 1881 The object of the
crime was robbery Wm Benier and Palm-
er

both of whom had been employed by
Kirk planned and executed the murder
They were almost immediately arrested and
both confessed each charging the other with
having struck the fatal blow It was the
verdict in Berners case of manslaughter
that was the chief inciting cause of the riot
in which the Court House was burned in
March 1834 Renter is now in the Ohio
penitentiary serving out his sentence of
twenty years Palmer had been usually
stoical though he was recently permitted
