All England Is in a ferment today over
the acts of mob violence perpetrated in
London on Monday and renewed this
afternoon The trouble Is time natural out
growth of legislation which has time effect-

to make tho rich richer and tho poor
poorer Only a short limo ago Professor
Kirk of Kdlnburg writing of tho poor of
England said Thoro are 70000 souls-
In time east end of London who urns mi
game shortly or perish Hundreds exist
In tenements without clothing or furni
lure all having been sold to procure
food They aro without fuel and depend-
ent upon others for charity

What a picturS to contemplate Though
England deafened with spinning wheels
her people have not clothes t though site
Is black with digging coal her people
have not fuel and they die of cold and
though sho has sold her soul for grain
they die of hunger Is it any wonder
then that among tho masses of tho poor
ho first law of nature should assert it-

self oven at time cost of plunder and
insider

In many of tho shires the bitnation is
scarcely less horrible than in time city of
London Whole districts have been
nearly depopulated to make room for
gains parks nnd where millions of sheep
wore once raised to feed and clothe hu-

manity only deer are now kept to
gratify tho sporting propensities of an
Idle aristocracy

Sooner or later a radical chango must
bo made In tho Old Country in which the
bone and sinew of the land shall bo given-

a chanco to earn what will suffice to
properly feed and clothe them and those
dependent upon them otherwise there
will bo such a revolution In England as
that country has not experienced in many
long years

Tho telegraph quotes one Hyndman
time President of tho Democratic Confed-
eration as saying in justification of tho
acts of time rioters that men will not
starve forever nnd if tho authorities re-

fuse to help them then they must not bo
surprised if force is resorted to in order to
