January 28 1880

Yesterday afternoon the Council
transacted the following business

Councilor E Scow from the com ¬

mittee on counties reported back the
bill providing for the organization of
San Juan County with amendments
and recommended its passage as
amended

Councilor Thurber reported back
from the printing committee the bill
for amending section 1732 of the
Compiled Law said bill having been
printed On motion of Councilor

it wa referred to the committeeCuB
Councilor Caine reported from the

committee on general incorpoialiens
the bill for an act to authorize cor-

porations
¬

to change the number of
their directors or trustees with

amendment The title was amended-
so as to authorize corpora-
tions to change the number of direct
ore trustees or officers and amend-
ing section 532 of the CmpieLaws
of Utah and the bill

I amended to correspond with the title
I Lbs report was received and the
amendment adopted It was then

on to come up in its
order

Councilor Thurber reported a bill
from the committee on irrigation for
an act defining recognizing and
acknowledging vested Rod accrued
rights to the use of water and pro
viding for regulating the exercise of
such rights and asked leave to have
it printed The title wa read the
report accepted and tho bill ordered
printed

Councillor Harrington reported
back the bill to authorize the execu-
tion and Acknowledgement of certain t
deeds and recommended it be put t
unnn its Cnaesa2e

Councilor E Snow by request
presented a bill for an act to
amend an act entitled an set provid-
ing

¬

for regulating proceedings in civil
cases in justices courts of the terri-
tory

¬

approved February 17 1870
and to repeal certain parts of said
act The hilt passed its first read ¬
ing and was referred to the commit-
tee on judiciary

The special order the act to
amend the charter of Salt Lake City
was taken up and i was moved to
take up the report the committee
and it was taken up

A question arose aa to the parlia-
mentary way to shorten action which
was briefly discussed and Councilor
Caine renewed the motion made by
Councilor Smith on Tuesday that
the Council dj not concur in the re-

commendations

of the majority re ¬

port of the committee-
The question being put Councilor

aine spoke on the main question
substantially a follows

Mr PreddentI rise to speak a
few words on this question not that I
expect to add anything to the very
able arguments already advanced but-
Ii owe it to my constituents and to
myself to raise my voice in opposi ¬

tion to this proposed injustice to tax-
payers

¬

of Suit Lake City Before
taking up the general subject I wiab
to say in reference to some remarks
made on Wednesday last by the hon-
orable

¬

councilor from Kane and
Washington Counties relative to
members of tbe City Council wish it
to be understood that I do not stand
hero specially as tho representative of
any city council though I have had
the pleasure a an officer of Salt
Lake City to be associated with the
honorable counci of that city for
nearly years I stand in this
place Mr President backed by the
suBrages of as large and influential a
constituency as that of any other
member of this body Besides
Salt Lake the banner county of the
territory I have the honor in con-
junction with the gentlemen ou my
right and left to represent our east-
ern neighbor Summit County with
1t3 wealth of coal lumber and silver
also our neighbor in tho west Tooele
with its grain fruit lead mines
artesian wells and some times elec-
tion

¬

frauds and pseudo republican in-

stitutions
¬

According to reports re ¬

cently published these counties paid
during the past year in territorial and
school taxes 6111114 and all they
have received in return is 1747430
drawn by their district schools leav ¬

ing a balance of 43636 8i for the
benefit of the territory at large and
the district schools of other counties
The total territorial and sehool tut-
or the year 1879 amounted to 149

31043 of this amount Salt Lake
County pays 5099960 or over one
third of the whole and as Salt Like
City pays about sevenninths of the
taxes of Salt Lake County her share
would amount to 3966636 more or
less or about 26 49 per cent of the
entire territorial and school tax of the
territory This shows clearly what
proportion of the public burthens Ire
borne by Salt Lake City

A portion of the iroaey derived
from tIes taxes paid by my constitu ¬

ents has session after session been
appropriated by theLegislative As-

sembly

to open roads through the
winding caflons dugways over the
rugged mountains and bridges across
the treacherous streams of that por-
tion

pay more taxes that they may be
tiblo to continue to assist their weaker
brethren and continue to furnish

way why want to tax the
