had 1000000 of them here I havo lived
seventynine years in Mott street and re-
member when tho Chinese first came
here They are making it a business
centre of its kind Now there is a house
across tho way tho Celestials have tried-
to lease without success tho owner is an
Irishman and allows his prejudice to
stand between him and his interests I
am prepared to leaso that house of him
and give him 130 a year more than he
is getting at present for it fyen thenI
could make money by letting it out to
Chinamen It is all very well to run
them downbut they will establish them ¬

selves so firmly that they can lease any
houe Mr Desbrown owns several
houses on Molt street and expressed the
same opinion as Weeks II I would not
havo any other tenants said he for
my money is promptly paid and my
houses aro well taken care of
