the vote cornea off I feel inclined to
say a word about the canal not about
the borrowing specially

Some favor reservoirs instead of the
canal I do not Am I in favor of
reservoirs Ye Am I in favor of
pumping water Yes Am I in favor
ot a canal from the Jordan Yes J
am in favor oi any reasonably prac¬

ticable means of increasing tbe daily
available water supply But first I
am in favor of the most pressing
means and that is the canal
Pumping can be resorted to at any
time desired So can the digging of
local reservoir But the canal must
be dug now or never In the Utah
Like there is plenty of water Thence
to this city the topographical declina-
tion

¬

ia such as to give plenty of fall
and there are no insurmountable
difficulties anyhow A local reservoir
is very objectionable unless made ab
solutely safe This can be done on
the bench in the valley but whether
it can in a canon depends upon
several considerations It is seldom
there is room enough on a flat piece-
of ground away from the creek As
to damming up any ravine or the
bed of tbe creek it would be very
bad policy because exceedingly dan¬

gerous I believe and say reservoirs
are practicable because it is the
simplest thing in the world to make-
a hole in high ground and run water
into the hole where there is any water
available and that is the sort of
reservoir I should advocateone that
could not give way and devastate
the land below one with no
give of that kind in it in any
case or under any circumstances-

The canal was thought of and
talked of from the first settlement ot
tbe county but not commenced un-

til
¬

very recently as its necessity was
not eo obvious until the drouth of last
year It shoul have been started
long ago progressed with regu-
larity

¬

and persistenoy every year for-

a series of years until finished That
could have been done without deLt
butlt was not done at all Hence
the necessity of digging the canal
right away to make good the right
and hence the necessity of the debt
for the early construction of the
canal

Too canal will bo mainly for irri¬

gation and water fcr irrigation is all
the better i it is neither pure nor
cold For pipes and for drinking-
and culinary purposes the water
from the local creeks and horn good
wells wIlno doubt be far preferable-
to t a the canal though it is
presumable that tbe canal waer will
seldom il ever be as muddy as tha
which runs down Red Butte in a
Ireshet The cutrent in the canal
will not be slow except at this end

It seems to me impracticable to
utilize the canal for boating freight
and for irrigation also unless the
canal is made on a scale much larger
than the city can afiord to pay for at
present If the canal is made large
enough to contain a sufficient body
of water to supply irrigation demands-
and keep several feet depth of water

in the canal then it can be usedstithe two purpose But look at
the expenses of making a canal of
euch capacity locks included

Now Messrs Editors permit me
to say to your many readers that we
might quit carping all of us who
have indulged in i and hold up the
hands of the City Council in their
endeavors to do something for tbe
common good No doubt they wilt
do as well as they know how in this
water business Besides some of us
voters might become city lathers yet
and in that case we should wish we
had done to others as we would like
them to do to us

How the Canal Question Stands

To morrow the special election will
be held which is to decide whether
this city shall have water or not The
columns of the HERALD have been

thrown open to everyone on this sub ¬

ject and many citizens have expressed
themselves freely on it Since the
call for the special election was pub-
lished

¬

every communication on the
subject has been given room and no
one can complain of being slighted
The discussion thus indulged in has
shown wide difference opinion as
to the best means for obtaining it
but a universal acknowledgment-
that more water was needed While
many plans have been suggested the
preponderance of reason and argu ¬

ment has supported the idea of the
Council that the most feasible methoof procuring an adequate
means of a canal even tho =e that
suggested other ideas have conceded
that a canal would do if the water
supply was insured but their own
plans were naturally preferred 6the question has narrowed down to
canal or no canal water or no water
The route mentioned in the address
of toe City Council has been attacked
and critized very freely whether with
justice will not be discussed here but
one thing in this regard is worthy of
special noticethe first person ol
judgment is yet to be found who has
doolured that ua adequate supply
could not be brought from Utah Lake
to this city This then narrows the
question down to one of route and
that of route is narrowed down to one
of a section of the route No person-
is foolish enough to imagine that
Mayor Little and the City Council
who have EO much at stake personally
will expend one dollar on this canal
from the point where the disputed and
questioned section commences untiatsured of the result ai
science and sense can assure a result
I he Council is not committed to any
route and if it is found that tho old
Church Canal will not answer any
man of sense knows that another
route will be chosen-

So far the reetilt of an affirmative-
vote has been weighed but it is well
enough to look at the result of a nega-
tive

¬

vote on this question I tbe
necessary twottmttd vote the
lean be not cast then we are
not going to have water The pres-
ent Council will continuo for two
years and one refusal in this respect
will in all probability be enough it is

then 0 question if ho succeeding

Ounci will be willing to risk a vcta
matter unless they put it in

July or August at which time all
your arguments to the contrary the
present vote would go through with
scarce any opposition During this
two years other canals will probably-
be finished and the surplus water of
the Jordan become the property of
other Then we will want water
and i we get it will have to pay
treble And quadruple what it
would now cost Even i we could
get it then the benefit two years
time is irretrievably lostwe have
everything to risk in the delay and
tot the first thing to gain not a soft
tary thing A computation would
show this question of time to be one
of no small importance As to tbe
intimation that every foot of the
route should be known and the exact
cost set down it is simply absurd A
reasonable idea of course could be
given but even i these were stated
and tbe vote put upon them it would-
be liable to tbe very objection urged
concerning the Council address
that is tbe Council wculi be com-

mitted to a certain route and no
matter how palpable it might be that
a mistake had been made it coulnot be reofed Now
can whether there is any
truth in it or not and it is not
at all improbable it is reported-
that if the city refuses the loan
certain capitalists have determined-
to make an effort to get these waters
and wi hold them a few years when
the will be forced to buy the right-
it can now obtain for nothing and

wi have to pay a huge figure for icurse
It is with this as with everything

else any number of objections can be
raised to any plan but to eugeett a
better plan is the difficulty While
many gcod ideas have been advanced
in opposition to tbe measure a can ¬

I have always combatted the ideas-

of the ordinary farmer attempting to
raiso fast tioiters or sunning heroes
That must be left to the gentleman of
leisure who has plenty of money
and who breeds horses to gratify his
tastes or as a recreation But the
man who depends on the proceeds of
his farm for a living cannot afiord any
such luxuries There is a type of
horses which farmers can breed to a
profit and tbat is the lively quick-
stepping blocky compact horse
weighing from 1800 to 1700 pounds-
No man ever raised a horse of that

the storm abated Mrs John Cowley
anxious about her husband sent one
of her children tsee if be cculd find
his lather little fellow went
across the street where his father had
been sean last and found him proe
traCed in the barn Ho ran home
tcld his mother and soon the neigh
bora were arouse It was not known

I

whether wa and Dr Ormsbv
was hastily summoned On exami-
nation he was found to be dead He
was sitting in the barn directly under
the eaves with his back to the south
The lightning struck the top of the
barn ran down the end passed
through an open window struck Mr
Cowley in the back of the head
crossed to his chest and down the left
leg There is a small cut in the back-
of the head and several scars on his
boy Tbe back of his cap was torn

but no other part of his ap¬
parel injured When his clothing
was removed there was a strong dis
agreeable odor like that of cleaning
cut an old gun

John Cowley was born in Illinois
and was nearly 36 years old He has
