Since my letter of April 8th we
have had one of the heaviest snow
storms at this season of the year
known for a number of years Icommence snowing on the 16th of
April and stormed until the 19th

back slung in a pair rf shoulder
straps and trudge ofFtho distance ol-
iity miles without any bedding to

sleep on The only way to rest id to
take the dry side of 1 hill for it Their
wagons were snowbound lat fall in
the mountains forty miles from their
placo of residence and they had to
pack iton snow shoes all winter and
ilao tend a largo herd of stock These
two gentlemen bad a herd of sixty
head nnd out of that number only
three were saved Oat of seven head
of horses two were kept alive only by
shoveling the snow cfl the ground a
little at a time

The Salt River valleys are very
pretty valleys with plenty of timber
beautiful streams of water and a
splendid grazing country It is a
hunters and anglers paradise Tho
streams are plentifully provided with
trout and whito flab elk and deer in
large number The white tail deer
