helping rather than hurting Mor-
monism People there are anxous-
to emigrateto escape fiom their
unpleasant surroundings The mis-
sionaries

in that field had performed-
their duties faithfully not count ug
hunger persecution and whatever
came upon them as anything in
comparison with the great principles
they were promulgating The young
elders who had never been away from
home and therefore were unacqu ain
tcd with the ways of the world had
been kindly received by the southern
people whe were kindhearted and
generous Tho earnestness of these
missionaries bad great influence upon
the people among whom they tra-
veled
