SALT LAKE CITY May 2ith 3880

Editors Herald
Some of tbe members of the new

ministry in England appear tthave
been unfortunate in the commence-
ment

of their administration Vernon
Harcourts rejection by Oxford was
not happy for him He is a man of
decided ability and an old time cor-

respondent

cut He la able iu a speaker aa
wail as 1 writer though like many
English public speakers there is
more in his mutter than in his
manner I once had the pleasure of
hearing him address a crowded msct
iog on a topic of then current interestI tbioi it waa an

iis cr was then a man not
of email size ether in perpendicular
or horizontal diameter I dont know
how he got into the building it was a
theatre but U have a vivid recolec
tion tbat in my getting in I endured
the lightest crowd squeeze that I
remember ever to have had and the
last of the kind I promised to myself
Women were in tne crushing crowd
outside They must like to Le
squeezed by men though perhaps
that was I little tighter squeeze than
they haa bargained for even by men
It was a sort of a grizzly bear hug
and they screamed lustily at every
tightening of the equetz but with
tbo peculiar and unaccountable con
twnety ol womans ways they would
hear of no mode of escape only
through the door nod into the build-
ing

I said Mr Harcourts matter was
more attractive than his manner
Some of his gestures were in ¬

deed awkward and unmeaning
especially at the beginning of
his speech At least I could
not discover the meaning of them
He had a way of thrusting his right
hand ito his bosom between his vest I

ansi his shirt Then he would sud-
denly

withdraw his hand and put it
behind his back Then he would as

Hugh Stowell Brown l very able and
fluent public speaker when ho has
his speech or sermon prepared bs
forehand was announced for a bpeecb
but when Mr B arose the time had
been ocoupied by other abe speakers
leaving him opportunity for only a
few observations It is not everybody
who can think on his legs before an
audience and make his speech while
he utters it Neither did Mr B
appear ID be a skilful band at that
business for the way he hemmed
and hawed and bagged and boggled
through an extempore address of a-

very few minutes was a surprise to
me as I baa heard him more than
once before in bis best vein end had
found him to be a powerful skilful
and interesting speaker So I felt
sorry fa him in his failure and
thought I could have done better my ¬

selfAnother speaker was there re-

joicing

m the name of John Wesley-
Of course not the original and no
great shakes of a copy He might
have bad another name as well but
if ho had I have forgotten it How-
ever

ho could talk he was able at
that The original John Wesley
would preach abut threequarters of
an hour sensible man and deliver a-

very good sermon in that time better
than if double the length But this
later John Wesley could talk by the
yard and talk all night and then let
the glib go home tuckered out in
the morning For that very reason
I did not care much to hear him
He was like some preachers I have
heard he did net know when to give
ic but could have talked an ele-

phants icg oH I dcnt care to
listen to everlasting speaker unless
I cau co to eleip most of the time
which I geucrsLy do My conscience-
is clear enough cud my mind is easy
enough for that

Well this John Wesley was one of
the speakers wco robbed Stowell
Brown of his time that night But I
would much rather have heard Mr
Ba pecch I menu his cut and dried
speech for it would certainly have
been interesting and effective and
would have kept me awake

But about the ministry Mr
Fawcett another able man made his
mistake m rashly and wrongly charg-
ing

ihs late administration with
culpable knowledge concerning In ¬

dian affairs of rinch mistake Mr F
mode grudging and ungraceful ac
knorcledgrnent

The premier to the great Glad
ttjne himself was equally unhappy
in finding himself necessitated to
apolpgize for and retract somo hasty
animadversions he had made ss
chief of tho opposition upon the pol-
