The treebordered gray stone walk
wnich brings you to Diabutz was
skillfully contrived eo that without-
any previous glimpses a sudden step
brought us full into the presence off
his bronzj majesty in the very spot
where he has rested immobile for over
600 years He loomed up right be-

no a colossal figure ot Buddha
represented sitting oriental fashion
on a tremendous granite platcrm
His great hands were lying palm up
on his enormous lap and the sitting
posture and the inadequately low
pedestal made the figure look EO dt
proportionately bread that it was at
fiat difficult to realize its height
But a glance at the urrouniiug trees
and buildings over which it towers
and the feeling ol being microscopic-
