You have had thirty days in which-

to consider this matter and we see
you dont intend to resume work

j but are determined to starve us into
submission to your demands I re-

monstrated

with the deputation
told them I was deserving of better
treatment at their hands that had
at all times acted fairly and squarely-
by the miners and that this action
if persisted in would not only work-
an injury to their cause but would
also be a gross outrage upon my
rights Mr Lewis said he regretted
that such was the case but there
was no help for it 1 demanded that
theiive minutes time be extended
to three hours so as to give me a
chance to arrange personal affairs
He answered that he would not dare
to go outside to the miners and
make such a request I asked in
what way it was proposed I should
leave town and if it were intended
to do me any personal violence As
to the former matter I was told I
could ride my horse if I chose but
as t<my personal safety the strong-
