Every person possesses more or
less superstition A fortuneleller
will fascinate where the most elo ¬

quent divine will fail The nation
without prophets is unknown the
individual who will not shudder
when he sees the moon over his left
shoulderos yet to be found George
Smith tells us that tha Chaldean
tablets reveal many prophecies and
superstitions among that ancient
people History and the times are
full prophecies The exodus into-
Egypt was foretold to Abraham
four hundred years before it
occurred The rebuilding of Jerusa-
lem by Cyrus was predicted to
Jonah forty years before it took
place The coming of Christ was
tie fulhllment of a prophecy
Christ Himself predicted the des ¬

truction of Jerusalem seventyfour
years previous and he said there
would be signs upon the sun moon
and starsandupon the earthdistress
among the nations and that battles
would be pictured in the sky The
false prophet Jesus son of Ananus-
was foretold and for seven years
history tells us he cried Woe woe
to Jerusalem I without loss of
speech and when Jerusalem was
ai out to be destroyed he cried Woe-
to the city woe to the temple woe
to myself and was struck by a
missile and killed The strongest
proof of Christ being the Messiah-
was that the perfect coincidence of
events with prophecy was evidence-
of the fulfillnienof prophecy

That prophecies of a very won¬

derful character have been made
and fulfilled in modem times it will
not be difficult to prove A number-
of authorities I have consulted
contain prophecies that have been
fulfilled since their publication
nearly thirty years ago

The power of foretelling events is
a mysterious one and yet considered
in the abstract as a mental process-
it is no more wonderful than
memory If a being without
memory should hear a person
describe accurately events that he
had seen twenty years ago the
faculty would seem to him as
wonderful as that of foretelling-
what was to happen twenty years
hence Accustomed as we are to
the operations of memory the
process no longer seems wonderfu-
lIt is also easier to conceive of a
person being able to describe by
clairvoyant power events now
transpiring although perhaps at a
remote distance than to predict
events in the future when
the current history is so fre ¬

quently changed by accidents that
may spring up in the most unex¬

pected manner We can imagine
spontaneous lucidity by fixed con ¬

centration of thought but that there
should also exist the ability to reach
forward into the future and fore¬

tell coming events having no re¬

lation to present existence seems
too remarkable for belief

And yet when we read the lives-
of the greatest characters in history
WOT find scarcely a great mind free
from belief in prophecy Alexander
Caesar the Scipios Cato Brutus
Homer Hannibal Demosthenes
Plato and Augustus ancient his-
tory

¬

and a long list of illustrious
names in modern history will attest
their belief in prophecy Spiritual
protrusion was believed in by Col-
umbus Luther Calvin Swedenborg
Milton Bacon Byron Shelley and
others Many of the great minds
who had this belief were men of
large faculties of the highest wisdom
and coolest judgment and repre-
sented

¬

epochs and ideas
Columbus was a firm believer in

prophecy and applied scriptural in¬

terpretation to himself He wrote
seventy pages on the subject in one
of his books From Koselly do Lor
gues biography of Columbus re-
cently

¬

compiled from the Seville
manuscripts and not yet I believe
translated into English I quote an
incident narrated by Columbus him-
self

¬

It was on the occasion of his
second voyage and after weary
hours spent on the looKout for land
he had thrown himself prone upon
the deck in utter despair Then it
was says Columbus I heard a
familiar voice speaking to me in
c9mpassionate tones Oh fool and
unbeliever who will not serve thy
God He who hath done more for
thee than for Moses and David
ever since thou wast born he hath
had thee in charge as soon as he
saw thou hadst reached the age of
thy destiny He filled tho world
with thy fame the Indies hath Ho
given thee for thine own He hath
given thee the keys of the ocean
bound as with strong chains before
Stand up as a man and acknowledge
thy error Thou callest for an un-
certain

¬ j

success yet God hath never
been false to his promise Surely
ho will recompense thee for the
fatigue and perils thou hast under ¬

gone Fear not do not complain-
for all titeRs tribulations shall be
written in marble At hearing this
overcome I could only weep for my
errors

ip61eoh was one of tho most
superstitious of men He predicted
dreadful wars and that Europe must
eventually become Cossack or repub-
lican

In 1816 General 1PP return-
ing

from the siege of Dantzic found
tlifi Emperor in a deep reverie
Napoleon pointed to the sky and
said Look up there to which
Hap made no reply Do you not
see itjl he continued It is rny star
that is before you It urges me for-
ward

and is an unfailing omen of
success I sre it at every great oc-

currence

Several great battles
were predicted Napoleon andthe
failure of his star to appear before
the battle of Waterloo cast over
hUn the deepest gloom

Savonarola in 1484 predicted that
Brescia in a crtain year would be
bathed in blood This was fulfilled-
by the French underthe Duke de-

N e Qyrs in tha very year prophe-
sied

Joan of Arc when a girl twelve
years of age was the subject of fre-
quent

¬

hallucinations A voice told
her that clothed as a man she would
rescue the kingdom of Charles

In the Rhine country in Germany
the belief in prophecy is widespre-
ada it is thought that certain events
have been influenced to fulfillment
by the popular belief The great
battle ofthe Birch Tree near werl
in Westphalia which took place in
1814 was predicted by several seers
In JlOJl by a monk of Werl and in
J672bya Capuchin monk of DusseK-
dorf The battle was minutely de-
scribed andiwas long thesuperstiJ-
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tion of the common people previous-
to its fulfillment The Capuchin
monk also predicted that a pope and
four cardinals would come to reside-
at Cologne which has been fulfilled
since the publication of the author ¬

ity I quote fromin 18 0 by Pius
IX Another prediction was that
William the powerful prince
would become Emperor of Germany
and that France would be then di-
vided into three parties This has
been fulfilled since 1871

A remaikable prophecy is given
in Hewitt 1650 The rise and
history of the royal house of Hohen-
zollera was accurately predicted by
Brother Hermann a monk will
died in 1270 It was written in La ¬

tin and described the loyal founder
and successive sovereigns of the
Hohenzollern dynasty One line
was And the Shepherd receives
his flock Germany a king and re¬

ferred to the uniting of Germany un ¬

der one sovereign This was to be
William

Jaspers a Westplialian peasant
predicted in 1830 that the last King
of Prussia to complete isis reign
would bo Frederick William IV
who became King in 1840 andthat-
his successor would be a William
who would be last King of Prussia-
and first Rmm rnr of ftnrmanv
William J ascended the Prussian
throne in 1861 and in 1871 twenty-
one years after my authority was
published became Emperor Jaspers-
also predicted the Crimean war and
the building of the CologneMinden
Railroad-

At a dinner party given six years
prior to the French revolution
during a great deal jesting about
prophecy M Cazotto the eminent
poet arose and looking seriously-
at one of the guests made a predic-
tion

as to his future This excited
much merriment although his man-
ner

¬

was strangely serious He con¬

tinued and told M Condorcet that
lie would die stretched on the floor
of a dungeon from poison taken to
avoid the block lIe said De Cham
fort would open his veins With
twentytwo razor cuts that De
Nicolai would die on the scaffold
and also Do Malesherbes and that
the Duchess De Grammont would-
go to the scaffold in executioners
cart He added that the King would-
be guillotined and would be thoonlj
one allowed a confesor His words
caused much embarrassment to
those who were addressed and the
party broke up in great confusion
These vents took place exactly as
they were predicted

Robert Nixon in 1407 predicted
various events in English history
These were the fire and plague of
London the death of Cromwell the
coming of William Prince of Orange
and the accession of the Georges
Lady Cooper published a book mmy
years after verifying the fulfillment-
of Ins predictions

One of the most famous of Eng ¬

lish prophets was William Lilly a
profound astrologist and educated
gentleman who flourished about
1650 He published many remark ¬

able prophecies and having pre-
dicted

¬

the fire and plague ofLondon
in a book printed in 1051 was
brought before Parliament after the
event He said his predictions were
based on the configuration of the
heavenly bodies and that this same
prediction had been made by Nos-
tradamus 111 years previous who
said Tho blood of the just which
has been spilt in London requires-
it to be burned with tire in 1CCO

In Lillys book are two cuts made to
illustrate his predictions The first
cut is intended to represent a great
mortality in which the number of
deaths should so far exceed the
supply of coffins that the dead must
needs be buried in their shrouds or
stitched up in sheets The second is
an astrological hieroglyphic the
horoscope at the left being intro-
duced

¬

and the two children are
Gemini which in astrology rule
London Their falling into the fire
describes the injury that London-
was to suffer fifteen years after

In a book published 100 years ago-

I find several strange prophecies-
made in a sermon preached by a
Rev John GilL He predicted the
destruction of the power of Spain
and Portugall the wars between
Italy and France and Austria the
destruction of the temporal power-
of the Pope and the fall of the
Turkish empire which was to make-
a way for the Christian empire in
Persia and Tartary The Cyprus
protectorate lilone makes this last
possible-

The above examples are intended-
to illustrate the fact that prophecies
have been made and fulfilled in com-
paratively

recent times and what
follows relates more nearly to my
subject I have been careful to ex-
