REMINISCENCES OF THE PA-
CIFIC COAST TELEGRAPH.

The telegraph ot thay time wasa
source of great curiosuy to almost
every porson alang  the  routy,
particulirly Lo the native population,
wlio Iooked upon the construction of
the line with the greatest wonder,
Many of them in ignommes of ils
real purpose and not understanding
the use of the poles erectad along
the road st regular intervals, strung
with wire with # crossarm on each
pole, concelved the dded and ex-
pressed it as thelr beliel that the
Y ankees were fonving in the conntry
with crosses to keep the devil out

From this pericd the work was
suceesefully carried on without any
incident of mportancs until we
hisd San Jose. At this placethe
tirst regular station was opcnf!d.
The ofiite was fitted up on the day
(ollowing our arrival, and 1 soon
had it prepared for business,  While
these preparations were being made
the portion of the street frooting
the office had rapidly filled up with
a crowd of people, o Jurpge pro-
portion  of whom wers nisive
Californians, all manifesting the
rreatest interest and desiring to
cnow what was going on.  The day
being warm, the windows of the
office were wide open. As they
opened ou the sidewnlk all that 1
was doing inside was plisdnly visible
to those standing without. Observ-
ing the anxious and inquiring
expression on the faces of those
who had maensged to get mnear
enough  to  thrust  ther  heads
through the open window, it
occurred to me to act in o very
mysterions manner in order 10 see
what effect it wounld have upon my
spectators. I had just received the
first message from San Franciseo,
which, after it lid been copied, 1
placed inun enyelope.  Om seeing
me do this wy aodience thought, as
I supposed, [ was preparing the
messagre for transmission, I took it
from the teble on which Thad placed
it, and instead of handing it to the
boy for delivery, I put it, nolding it
in my hand, under the table, which
wis provided with sides sufficiently
deep to hide the envelope frowm thskr
view. As Idid this I kept my eyes
fixed on the wire, while, with my
right hand I took hold of Lhe key
and began working it. The moment
the crowd heard the first elick o
the instrument they all rushed from
under the verands outinto the street
to see the mesange in the envelope
pass along the wire. On seeing
them rosh out tumbling one ovel
the other to catch a glimpse of the
message, we on the inside burst out
into one long and continuad roar of
Inughter. Our langhing seemed to
}nmr.ia them still wore. But little
v little they began to reaiize thut
thiey had been made the victims of
an innocent joke. They at first
munnifested signs of disappointment
that their expectations had not been
realized ; but instead of pussing any
time in vain regrets, they immedi-
ately set to work to find out what
really hid become of the mysterious
message, Amd, after all, their con-
eception of this, although o mistaken
one, wis 4 very rational one. To
one who had mneither heard of
the telegraph sad electricity, nor
coneelved the possible existence of
