ENRY'S HOPE.

Marshal Henry telegraphs to
friends in Ohio: Once more mere
hope takes the place of gloom.
Every symptom during thirty-six
hours has been favorable, First,
the President’s mind begins to clear
up, it gradually became Iess cloudy
and wandering, indicating better
action of the blood on the brain.
The wound that appeared for sev-
eral days to stand still looks better.
The veice that was a hoarse, low
moan two days ago, is again less

hoarse.  The tongue that for
weeks looked dry and fe-
verish, now looks moist and
more healthy. The stomach is

better, pulse more regular, respira-
tion easier, and the discha TOom
the wound and swollen gland more
free.

Two daysago they had no hope; to-
night that hope is quite strong. Dr.
Bliss fold me cmtﬁc‘entia}]y that the
President would get well, Agnew
thought the prospects of recovery
were mere than even.

Harry and Jim went in
during the day and greeted their
father in cheery tones, but soon
lefc. ITe was too weak totalkor
listen, The President hus now
fairly entered upon his ninth week
of his terrible race with death. He
has been almost constantly on his
buack night and day, for fifty-seven
days, Occasionally he has been
upon his  right side  for
a few moments until -the
pain in his right ear prevented
that change in position. Each duy
the fearful wound in his back, like
Shylock, has demanded and taken
its full pound of his flesh. His joints
look large and his limbs small. He
draws his legs up, and moves them
about to rest them. He can held a
glass of water and take it te his
mouth. ‘The great brain works
naturally again. The iron reason
and will is restored ; the heart beats
more regularly, the skin appears
better, the tongue that on Friday
gave off flakes of canker, ismow
moist and natural, the stomach
takes nourishment more kindly, and
restored vitality is slowly regaining.
The great soul that for days went
into the shadow of death is still
with us, and I do not believe the
time has come for it to pass over the
dark River.
