New Comeratown Ohio 2The fol ¬

lowing facts are learned here regarding
the calamity at Shaneaville twenty
miles north of here on Saturday night-
It resulted in the loss of several lives and
serious injury to nearly 100 victims The
floor gave way with u crash precipitat ¬

ing about 300 people to the first floor
The redhot stove was upset with the
crowd and the oil from broken chan-
deliers

¬

saturated the clothing of the un-
fortunate

¬

victims and the whole mesa of
humanity was soon enveloped in flames
The wildest excitement and confusion
prevailed and the scene which followed
beggars description The cries and
screams of 1Oe suffering victims mingled
with the groans and screams of the dying
made night hideous which with the
frantic efforts of the victims to escape as
they rushed around with their bodies
burned and blackened presented a
ghastly epectaclp As the floor fell in
the shape of a V there was no means of
escape until assistance from the outside
arrived Turing all this time the fire
was doing its frightful work and six
perished in the flimee including Mrs
Dr Hoder and her little five year old
son who was burned to a crisp in his
mothers arms Four were crushed to
death by falling timbers and about
sixty others were seriously injured some
perhaps fatally as many had their arms
and legs broken and their ribs crushed-
in while others were horribly burned-
By the heroic efforts of citizens the side
of the building was broken in and water
dashed on the poor struggling seething-
mass of human beings and many live
were thus saved The total number
of killed and wounded will probably
reach 100 Physician of Shaneayille-
Eogersville and Canal Dover are giving-
all the aid possible to the suffering vic-
tims

who are now doing well though
some more will perhaps die of their inju-
ries

The building was a rickety frame
structure and has long been considered
unsafe
