The first repre-
sents the start at the steepla chase at
Punchetown, twelve miles out of
Dublin, Ireland; the second,
shows thieleap over the doubleditch;

This will be used for
carriages, which will be taken up
and down as needed; while here
also will be displayed from fifty to
one hundred sets of fine double and
single Concord harness, which Mul-
loy & Paul carry for the purpose of
selling, and which they warrant to
be fArst-class.

SHOT AT THE I'm-

“0ld Tex." Makes One Durnell
Bite the Dust.

Information was received in this
city on Monday that a fatal shoot-
ing scrape had taken place at Park
City on Sunday. Imquiry did not
result in the development of ex-
tended details, but proved the re-
port to be corregt. The man killed
wad named Durnell, or some say
Scott, the former being the general
way of putting it, while the indi-
vidual who did the shooting was
named Wilson, but having lived in
Texas at one time he was familiarly
known as “Old Tex.” It is
understood thal both meo were em-
ployed at the Ontario Mill. Durnell,
according to the story, owed “Tex.
some 83, which he had been tardy
in paying. “Tex.” finally went and
had the money held back out of
Durnell’s wages. On Sunday the
men met, onejgoing down the hill
the other aseending, and they
passed each other. Finally Dor-
nell turned around and started to
follow §"Tex,” and called on
him to halt, which the latter did.
They then discussed the 83 matter,
and both men became a 7. Dur-
nell told “Tex” he would thrash
him, and started to put the threat
into execution. “Tex,” as the story
goes, kept walking backward and
warned the approaching Purnell
to keep off; that he desired
no ftrouble. Durmell, however
continued to advance, and finally
“Tex"” whipped out his pistol and
fired at Durnell. The ball struck
him somewhere in the abdomen,
and he fell, and subsequently died.
The story, as above given was told
by different parties, and seems to be
generally accepted as correct; and
from it, it would appear that *“Tex”
or Wilson ecannof held to have
done an unlawfulact.

The ball struck Durnell on the
right side of the lower part of th
body, penetrated the intestines an
lodged in the spine, producing
death in about two minutes. At
the time of the firing the two men
are said to have been about eight
feet apart. Tex. went to town and
surrendered himself. He was ex-
amined on Monday, and waiving
sxamination was committed to jail,
and will probably be brought to this
city to-day. He is said to be very
weak and sickly, and fainted during
the examination.

Durnell’s body was brought here
on Monday. It was aecompanied
by his young wife and a little and
only babe.

THAT CURIOUSIASE.

On Saturday morning the HERALD
called attention to an apparent and
seeming inexcusable neglsct on the
part of the coroner of this county in
not bolding an ingquest oyer the
body of Mrs. Rasmussen, the lady
found dead in her housse in the
fleyenth Ward, a week ago last
Monday. The coroner previously
aunthorized the News to state that
the death was acknowlee to be
from paralysis, and the [Vews man
did it in a style peculiarly his own.
On Friday it was reported that the
old lady was still alive; and a
Herarp reporter went up fosee
her, At his request Dr. J. M.
Benedict accompanied him, and
made as thorough anexamination
of the case as he could, under the
cireumstances.

The coroner stated, aceording to
the News, he knew and the neigh-
bors knew shé died from paralysis.
Dr. J. M. Benedict said she did not.
It is the coroner and Dr. Benedict
for it, and we leave the publicto de-
cide whether the doctor knows
what he is talking about. The
News on Saturday evening contained
a charucteristic article from the
coroner, in which he refers to the
HERALD article, and in which he de-
nies nothing. Ile does not now in-
sist that death was caused by
paralysis, but does insist that
death was not oceasioned by unlaw-
ful means, and hence there was no
cause for an inquest. Dr. Benedict
gays that the apparent cause of
death was convulsions, either from
patural or unnalbural causes; and
while he eannot say he isright, he
gives it as his opinion that the
syvmptoms were such as would give
grounds for the believe that
she had died from convulsions
caused by taking strychnine, but
this cannof be ascerfained without
an examination of the contents of
the stomach. Therefore, whether
there is reason to believe anything
unlawful was connected with the
death we leave the public to decide,
and the corener to convince Dr,
Benedict that he does mot know
what he 1s talking about.

It may be true the neighbors and
the corner came to the conelusion
that there was no foul play. The
HEerALD reporter was informed that
the old lady was anything but cheer-
ful, and bad so intimated to neigh-
bors. The coroner, however, may
have interviewed different persons
from those that the HERALD man
met, and this would account for the
difference. The HErALD only
knows that it aequired its knowl-
edge from a neighbor who was
posted.
