#rol of, or interference with, the rights of
ponscience be permitted, or sy prefer-
snce given by lsw to soy religious estab-
lighment or mode of worship. Ro relig-
jous test or property qualification aball
e required for any office of public trust,
nor for sny vols al sny election, not
shall aoy person be incompetent to tes-
tify on account of religions belief.

On which the Salt 1.ake Tritune
of April 26th, eomments: “Not
only does the sectlon”above quoted
protect and guarantee polygamy; it
bes the same for any other sort of
“eligious deviltry which may be
proposed in the future. * * = Qther
features of this remarkable
docuoment are not mauch better

than this.”

SECTION 3 of the Utah school law:

“SEC.3. The trustees shall pro-
yide suitable schoolhouses and keep
ibe same in repair, employ teachers,
and furnish fuel, maps, charts, and
other suitable articles for school
purposes, and may at their option
collect tuition fees.

The agomy isover, syed all doubt
and apxwety are fled. Tle Utab
vidders tur cv;nmissionerships may
now rest their souls in peace. They
4re not to receive Lhe coveted prize,
for the President, doubtiess acting
upen the suggestion of the HERALD,
has given us a commission made up
entirely of gentlemen from abroad.
The news must be painful for a lot
of ambitious persons who fondly
and confidently hoped for the privi-
lege and honor of settling the Utab
problem under the Edmunds law,
for which they were to receive
£3,000 or 85000 a year. There is
many a slip ‘twixt the cup and lip.

As o the commissioners, se far as
they are known, we believe they
will be satisfactory to the masses of
the people of Utah, We believe
they will be objectionable only 1o
the radical few who hoped for
disturbance and disasier. The
first name on the list, is thai of ex-
Senator and =x-sSecretary of War,
Alexander Ramsey, of Minnesiia,
who is a gentleman of national repu-
tation,and of ability as a lawyer and
a statesman.

On the way down from
Ogaen hLe made several pleasing
speeches to the crowds assembled
at the siations,and from the Walker
House balcony, said:

Following the example of the Presi-
dent of the United States, I will content
myselt with thanking you sgain for the
immense reception you have given us
bere to-day. [Obeers.], We have me!
with surprises all sl the jourzey
westward, but this ex ail of them,
{loud chbeers], the grest mass of people,
and the appearance of the people, being
beyond what we heve yet seen on the
way. [Oheers.] erefors, for 1his
splendid reception, I return you my sin-
care \banks. [Cheers.]

A man of his character and repu-
tation, we think, can be trusted to
do what is right, and that is all the
people who are interested in the de-
velopment and progress of Utah
ask. Ex-Senator Paddock, of Ne-
braska, is also a gentleman who has
a4 good record in the nation, as a
lawyer and legislator. He is fam-
ilizr with Utah and many of hex
people, and like all broad-minded
western men, is deeply interested in
the advance to greatness of this ter-
ritory. Mr. Paddock i= nota radi-
cal in a religious sense, and will
bring to the performanee of the dig
ticult duties of the place ability and
conscientiousness, with a proper
regard for the rights of the people,
Tiie other members of the commis-
sion are unknown in a national
sense, but judging from the high
character of the two named above,
they are men of ability and worth.
President Arthnr has evidently
