Denver 26Twentythree more
burned bodies were today recovered
from the Crested Buttes mine mak>
ing fiftyseven in all But two re-

main

all found in chamber No2 and in
the passage way In the immediate
vicinity Many have their arms and
legs broken skulls crushed in and
the clothing so burned in many cases
that it drops off in rags when the
body is moved The pair is burned
from their heads andall the skin is
burned tff the faca and other ex ¬

posed poitions of the body leaving-
an utterly unrecognizable mass of
raw and bleeding flesh The ap
pearance of these bodies is horrible
beyond description and it is not
likely that any of theta can be rec
ogniied Many of the faces have
coal dust ground into them until
they are as black as coal itself To ¬

day the company began the erec-
tion of a large frame building
where the bodies will be placed
and where the funeral ser¬

vices will be held Crowds-
are coming on every train and snow
shoes from all the surrounding-
camps The C C L Co besides-
the erection of the building spoken-
of will bear all the funeral expenses-
and make ample provision for the
needy families of the deceased It
is thought the other two bodies will
be got out of the mine by midnight-

An inquest began at noon today
The coroners jury summoned-
by Coroner M S Snyder after
viewing the thirtyfour bodies
already brought out adjourned
Since that time the hearing of evi-
