Governor Ordway, of Dakota, i
cne of the Federal cfficiale who
shou'd be removed before hie hias an
opportanity to briug any further
diszrace upon the power thal ap~
pointed him and which keeps him
in the place. From the time he
entered the Territory he has been s
souree of disturtance and con'en-
tion, occasioning more frouble than
all the goversois who had preceded
him, and also mapaging to keep
himself in hot water. He is con in-
uouely on the defensive, and man-
ages 10 Dever quite clear himself
from any al ezation of wrong doing.
It wiil be remembered that early
last spring Ordway was indicled by
the grand jury, for bribery snd
fraud in connection with the organ
ization of a new county. He was
arrested, and admitted 1o bail with
out being requirel to plead or-even
go into court. At the time he ex-
preseed himself as being highly in~
dignant that (he inguisitors should
cast a euspicion on his probity of
character, and charged that the ani-
mus of the indictment could be
traced to political jealousy on
the part of certain ¢ fiicials, notably
the United State: disirlct-attorney
who had used his influence with
the jury to bave the Jatler amte_
the presentment. The :Governor
professed himeell as ready .and
anxipus for trial and a foll and}
complete investigation, and claimed
ability not cnly lo establish his en-
tire innceense, but also to show that
he wase the yictim of malicious prose.
tution, Just how anxioas he was to
get all the facts before the public
and demonstrate his purity has
been shown, Last wesk, at Yank.
ton, the goveroor, & compeuied
by his at'orneys, four nitel crm-
ins] lawvers, appeared befare the
court, and instead of demanuing »
trial iIn which he could show the
malice of his enemies, he moved Lo
qquash 1he indictment, ov the grouad
that “ihe grand jury had fno jaris-
diction over Lhe defendan'’; thal
goder the law men o-cupyiag the
position of Governor were not in-
dictable ‘or offens 8 committed
within thn ju isdiction of tbeir.ofii-
clal duties: that no maiter how
gulity Ordway was in the diseetion
charged be could not te ..unished
by a court, snd could only bLe pun~
ished by removal from office by the
Prerident; that the Governor, on
being convicted snd sentenoced for
this offenee, would be removed from
office by such coaviction and sen-
tence, and that such remova' was
oontrary to law, which provided that
only the power which appointed
could remove. In the Btates gov.
ernors were punished by Impesehs
ment, 1n caszes of this natore, and in
the Territoriea by removal from
office.”

The natoral inTerence from emch
a plea is that the Govercor was not
anxious to establish his innocence.
The innocent cfficial wou'd not seek
eseape by means of a technicality,
and certainly would pot take ad.
vantage of the protection here
claimed. The court granted the
motion aud diecharged the accused,
and while this setlon may keep
Ordway out of prison, it will not ac
aquit him before the public. His
conduct is exaclly that cf a guiliy
map, and thernfore directly oppos
gite to that of an inmocent person
who cared for t is reputation.

It is a shameful thing that in op-
position to the loud protests on the
pert of the pecple of Dakota, in
view of the trouble that he breeds
and with the ugly scandals in which
the Governor is the central figure,
being circulsted, the administration
should keep Ordway in offica. It
may be he bas & hold on the ap-
pointing pOWer that cannot Le
loosened without Lis congent, or it
js poesible that the governient
wouldn’t know what to do with the
fellow if it were o let bhim oat.
