caszse we are nolsctually brought
In contsct with the subjects them~
selves.

Knowledge is power, n0 matter
whether or not there lsan immedi-
ate demand for the spplication of
that power.

sistance; lot them learn the differ-
ence Letween the parties and the
prineiples of each ; the methods by
which cur great national machinery
is operated; and everyihing else
having a tendency 1o enarge their
facullies of thought aud place them
in line with the best and greatest of
our species. They can If they will,
and they willif proper Inducement -
are advanced and lmpropsr influ-
enced withheld, There can be no
doubt of it.
