Tiex Taiw, October 8,—China has sent
10,000 reinforcements from Kierin, in
the province of Manclooria, to Pekin,

Pazzs, October 8.—An official dispatch
from Hanoi, to-day, states that Colone!
Dennier, with two battalions of the for-
cign legion, two companies of infantry
and a section of mounted artillery,
have had an engagement with ae
Chinese troops in the Valley ol Loo
Chuan River, which lasted six hours,
['lre Chinese made a stubborn resistance,
but were finally completely routed.
Four gunboats assisted the French
forces. Four of the French, including
u cuptain, were killed, and {wenty
wonnided. The forces under Colonel
Dennier are continuing the advance.

Pagig, October 8.—Captain ‘Tournier,
whe negotisted the Tien Tsin treaty
with Chinn, scornfully repudiates the
copies of the treaty distributed by the
Chinese government.

Siaxcuar, October 8.—The bombard-
ment of Tamsui by the French fleet is
still in progress. On the 6th inst. the
fleet had destroyed the Chinese forts,
The houses of Enrorenm in_the city
were riddled with shellzs, but the inhab-
itants have not suffered any fatal casu

alties, The Chinese sre strongly en-
trenched.

Camo, October 8. —Advices from

Dongola state that the Mudir is gending
out spies to assist the Nile expedition.
Shiekhs from the Khartoum and the
Shendy district, with 15,000 followers,
have submitted to the Mudir. The
Shiekhs of Keir advise that a depot be
established at Debbet. Reports are cur-
rent in Dongola that the Mahdi is
quelling the rebellion at Jeb El Dair.
News of the Mudir's victory at Korti
regchedd Khartoum and grestly en-
coursged the garrison at that place.

Thirty-five and forty years ago the en-
tire western country was ealled upon ss=
an agricultural community to oppose a

rotective turlff because it unjustdy
avored the manufacturers of the east;
since then the manufacturing industries
of the couniry have traveled westward
until Ohbio has become one of the largest
manufacturing States of the Union,
(cheers) and combining within herself
great agricoltural interests and great
manufacturing interests.
