THE METHODS WERONG.

It ia well understood there are many
polygamists in (his community; it is
well known there nre many such; who
these are is equally well known by Mor-
mons and Gentiles. For twenty-two
yearsthere has been in thestutute books
of the United Btates a law declaring
polygamy an offense punishable by fine
and imprisonment; two years ago that
law was amplified, broadened and made
stropger and more sweeping in ity
character. During all these years, nearly
a quarter of a century, the courts and
the administration of the law have been
in the hands of the general government,
which has ‘also - held the executive
authority of the Territory, and exer-
cised legislative functions; the bench
has been occupied by judges selected
with specinl reference to their supposed
qualifications for dealing severcly with
those who violate the anti-polygamy
law; prosecuting attorneys and mar.
ehaly have been sent here as much on

rmecount of their anti-Mormon senti-
ments as their political princi-|
ples, 1t would thus seem that
with every advantage, with the

law, the power and the inclination, the
government would be able to exhibit
results. And it can—one man con-
victed, fined, and made to serve o term
of impriscoment, and gll chiefly
through bis own confession. There are
other resalts; they are seen in innumer-
able prosecutions, covering the eptire
period of the law's existence: in re-
versed opinions, humilinted gourts and
government defents.

There is an explanation for this siate
of things, but those who should be most
interested in learning what that explan-
ation is, seem stubborn in refusing the
information. The reason for these
Llwenty-two yenrs of {ailures cannot be
found in a want of law orina lack of
authority to enforce the statutles.
There has ever been an abundance of

both. The explanation of the de-
feats wmay be traced directly o
the ignorance of one class of

those commissioned with the duty of
a_plying the law, and the overpowering
seal on the part of another class. 1¢
would be diflicult to say which of the
two is themore responsible. One thing,
however, is quite plain to all except
thesa classes themselves—ihe methods of
neither never have and never will lead (o
the end aimed af, but always fall short.
Government needs no more lawson this
matier than salready exist; whatever
acts may be provided will accomplishno
more than these statutes are capable of

It is not a gque=tion to be discussed hm-o{

whether the aims and purposes of the
povernment regarding Utah and the
majority of her people will be achieved
and accomplished under any circum-
stanees, but this much is true—no last-
ing progress will be made so long as the
policy that has been and is being pur-
sued chsll continue, Whatever a diffor-
eat conrse would result in, this one will
be me it bas been, barren of results. !

The perfsrmance con-
sisted first in the turning of the air
faucet by Keely, then while the air was
flowing through the sinall pipe into the
air chamber, he struck on the rear part
of the gun with a mallet, by which he
pretented to vibrate the **etheric vapor."
By the time he got throngh with this
*‘juggle" the air pressure had accumu-
|lated behind the discs sufficiently to
burst them and the bullet was driven
out. Keely then turned off the airand
prepared another charge. By varying
the thickness of the discs the veloeity of
the bullets could be increased or dimin-
ished, to suit the eredulity of the spec-
tators, The explanation, borne out as
it is by the accompanying illustrations,
looks plausible, and it is clear that
Keely must do greater things before he
can convinee the Scientific American that
there is any substantial merit in his
motor.
