last was found dead in his bed yester-

day morning the event created some
little talk for a time and all sorts of
rumors floated about the streets during
the morning the inquest however
which was held at the office of Sexton
Taylor at 3 oclock developfd the fact
that there was nothing extraordin-

the death was unexpected and that the

Tuesday night he sent for something
to put him to sleep I got a prescriptior
from Dr Nelden which I sent upit-
was bromidia I wont up to see him
about 8 oclock he gaU lie felt better
and thought would be all right At
8 oclockthismorning the bell boy found
him dead in bed he was lying calm
and straightl His clothes hUng on a
hook all right He took a few pills also
of a harmless nature He said he
didnt want a doctor and didnt seem to
care to talk He could ring the bell
from lila bed He had no visitors He
vomited green stuff

Archer he looked sallow nnd pale he
told me he was frdm Ogden and said he
would stay a day or two here he reg ¬

istered and paid for one day Tuesday-
noon he took a little soup tea and toast
about oclock this morning we found
him dead as stated He was of a light
complexion had light mustache and
blue or gray eyes was about 30 or 35
years of age an American his height-
was about feet 10 inches he had a
valise he did not talk much i I noticed
littje pimples on his face yesterday
when found he had one hand out in the
direction of the bell I never saw him
out of bed after Sunday He thought-
he would get over his sickness

DR NELDEX testified I was requested-
to give the patient a little bromidia
about 730 last night dont think he
could have taken over a teaspoonful-
two teaspoonsful is a dose sufficient to
make liim sleep

After hearing his testimony the jury
returned averdict that death had ensued
from natural causes some time between
