Judge C C Goodwin of Salt Lake
City has been in the city for several
days visiting friends He was one of
the pioneers of the west being a prom¬
inent figure sri Virginia City Nevada
when the famous Comstock mines first
came in notice He has however for
years been a resident ofSalt Lake City
and has been prominent in all national
questions there as to Mormonism and
polygamy When met last night at
the Southern by a GlobeJDemociat re ¬

porter and questioned on Utah
affairs he objected to a formal inter ¬
view but indulged in an informal con
yersation Of the Presidents course
on the antl polygamy bill which has
just become a law through action of
time as the President refused either to
sign or veto it but held it until if be¬
came a law the Judge said

A portion of his party friends the
Tuckc CarlisleMorrison v ing wanted-
a much more effective bill the north ¬

eastern Democrats generally backed
by Mr Lamar wanted no legislation
at all and so the President tried
the t old Ulysses dodge plugged-
up his ears and steered between
the two It was the most cowardly-
act of hs administration and his
excuse that he feared some features of
the bill were not constitutional-
