In its “civcular for the information of
/ registratior officers,’”” the Utah Com-
mission hen show:n & disposition to ba
fuir and restonable. I has not been
jnflaenced to a barmful'degree by the
rule-or-roin cliqgus, which boped (he
board would take such action az weuld
deprive Sormons and fsir-minded men
of tha right to vote or hold office, If
the funatic leaders of the Loyal League
conld bave bad their way, the Commis-
sion would have issped “‘instructions’
instead of uttered “opinions" merely,
and thert instructions would have pro-
hibited all but Loyal Leaguers from ihe
exercise of the franchise. However, s
remurked, the Commission has evidently
tried to keep within the letter of the
law. If the soggestions sent out by
the Commission’ shell be adopted by
the registration officers, nobody en
titled to vote under the law will be de-
prived of the right, Haviog been fair
and apparently free from partizan bias
in the circular, we hope the Comamis
sion will be equally upright and justin
the designstion of registration officers
and judges ol election, and will appoint
only such men as will heed the law and
be free from political bias in ita inter-
pretation and administration. The Ed-
munds sct, under which the Commis-
sion exists and operates, has been in
the books snd enforced five years,
and no attempt om the part gf the
People’s party to evade it has been
made, The orly members of the party
not clearly entitied to register and vote,
who bave offered themselves, are those
selected for testing in the courts the
doubfiul provisions of the act. The
law has been mocepted by the masses,
and nobedy has tried to take advantage
of it for the bemefit of the People's
party. This compliznce with the statnte
will continue. and none not entitled to
* the ballot will offer themselves for
registration, except, as heretofore, for
the purpose of institating *‘test cases,”
But those whose right to vote has
oot been faken awav oy Congress,
should not be bothersd and annoyed
annecessarily by officious registrars and
partisan judges. The Commission,
after its experience of {jve years, onght
o know that no fraud will be attempted
by the People’s party ‘and it should
therefore be carefnl to see that the
voters of that party are denied none of
their rights and are not smbjected to
unnecessary trouble in the exercise of
their privileges. Fair, intelligent and
cepable men for judges can be ap-
pointed from either side, and it will be
the duty of the Commission to desig-
nate fuch men, regandless of what may
b said of it by the rabid Leaguers.
»

A MISTAKEN EDITOR.

The New York Times thinks the
Mormons are at the bottom of the
scheme for the annexation of Southern
Idabo to Nevada, It thinks it seess
deep-laid plot on the part of the Saints
to capture a State government, and
thus free themeelves from congressional
supervision. The
editor cleverly convineces himself by
this line of argument. Southern Idaho
is largely settled by Mormons. *In
4880 the populstion of the entire Terri-
tory was unly 32,600, but in one small
county of Scuthern Idako, out of 4,500
inhabitants two years ago 4,250 were
Mormons. In 1882 half the members
of the [daho Legislatore were Mor-
mone.” The statistics of religious
denominations show *'that the Mor-
mon organization bad in Idaho in 1883
twice as méoy churches snd pearly
twice &8 many members ns
eoculd be counted in all the
other depominations combined.” Al
these Mormons are in thesouthern part,
whick is to be annexed. Nevadais‘‘a
dying State. Itspopulation in 1850 was
only 62,265, Bince that time the num-
ber of inhsbitaniz hss steadily de-
creased, and i1t is believed that a censns
taken now would not reveal more than
50,000 persone within its boundaries.
The Legislature has asked the National
government to give the Btate all the
public lands in its area, 30 that they
may be nead t0 save the State from
extinotion, Already there are Mormons
in Northeastern Nevads, and the Mor-
saon Chureh has exerted some influence
in Nevada politics. What would happen
if Southern Idaho, which ia largely set-
tledi by Mormons and is growing in
wealth and population, shon!d be an-
nexed to dying Nevada, more than half
of whose present- popnlation would de-
partif the mines should become ex-

hsosted? The Mormons might not sy
first control the State government by s
majority vote, but in two or three ysarg
the State would be absolutely in their
possession. Immigration from Utah
would turn:the scale. Theland system
of Nevads would favor Mormon oceu-
pation, and the lsnd is unattractive to
Gentile settlers, while it resembles the
land with which Mormons are well ac-

|quainted. The nature of the soil where

sgriculture iz possible would: not repel
the Larter-day Saiots if the church
shonld command them to settle upon
it."

The T¥mtes says the Mormon leaders
bave long had their eyes on Nevada,
bot their present plan being exposed
thinks that “Congress will never play
into their hands by supporting the
scheme,"

The cleverness of our able and ee-
teemed contemporary is admitted, snd
its assumption wounld be plausible
enough if it were npot for some very
stubborn facts which are known here,
bul may not be known in the sa.cium
ol the Times newspaper. Oune of these
facts is that there nhas been no time
within the past fifteen years when the
Mormons could not have gained polit-
ical control of Nevadu-six months aftey
they had set out to do it; they have
bad the voters and the ability to
colonize them in the sage brush State.
The {act here stated is 8 convincing
and absolute answer 1o the allegation
that the leaders have had their eyes on
the State ‘‘and the privileges which its
peopleenjoy.” it is also sufficient de-
nial of the assertion that the present
scheme is in the Mormon interest, if it
were not devised by the Mormons them-
selves, 1f the Mormons had hankered
for Btatebood enough to induce them
to make the sacrifice reqnired, they
would long since have controlled Ne-
vada made their own laws, and sent to
the United States Congress two Senators
and one Hepresentative of their own
cHosing. The Mormons want nothing to
do with Nevada. They recognize it as
politically and socinlly the rottemest
of American commonwealths, apd
a5 worthless matepially; snd they
have no ambition to make the sacritice
necessary to its moral, political and
mau.-. redemption. We can assure
our contemporary that the most de-
ined opponents of the annexation
scheme are the Mormons, The Saints,
more than all others, understand the
evils of the Territorisl system of gov-
ernment; more than all' others tuney
have suffered and are suffering from
that infamous system ; but bad as Terri.
torial rule is in conception, and wicked
as itis in operation, the Mormon people
prefer it to an alliance with & State
whose name is a synonym for dis-
honesty and corruptien. Betier serfdom
with good name and self respact, than
statebood with the loss ef reputation
which would follow.
