The Norfolk Islanders are descend-
ants of the crew of the British man-of-
war, the Bounty, who mutinied sod ab-
andoning the ship setiled on Pitesirn
Island in the Pacific Ocean. They mar-
ried native girls and the island becom-
ing too smell for the community in 1857
they removed to Norfolk Island. The
reenlt has been a handsome race of peo-
ple. temperate and moral sand under
church infinances, their minister being
ordained by the Anglicau Church, The
government is on the surface patriar-
ohpl. Nominally the island is a depend-
ence of New South Wales, but in reslity
it is a true commune, the land being
equally divided among the people. Bach
couple on marrying receive twenty-five
nores of land and materials to build a
houge, Two or three scres of this will
be cultivated, The prolific eeil rendily
yields every kind of vegetable and fruit
frowx sweet potatoes to the most mar-
rowy of peas, and from bananas .o
gtrawberries, Turkeys, lowls and pige

nnenltivated acres and on the land yet
unreserved for families. The inhabi.-
ante raise everything they want for
their own needs, except in tlie matters
of ¢lothing and tobacco; and the fresh,
meat nod vegetables with which they
supply whalers or passing steamers fur-
fsi: enough money to procure their
simple raiment, At present this sys

AN ENGLIEH BAKER'S WORK.

Here 18 the way & London baker lives
who is a foreman and is consideren pros-
perous: ‘I rent this two-story six-
roomed house for 10=. (§2 50) per week
and pay 25 10d. per week 1axes, 1 sub
let two furnished rooms for B¢, 8 week.
My pay is 30s. a week, with six four-
putudl foaves of bread, three and a-half
pounds of flour, 14d. sack-money and
i7d. yeast money & week, besides 2guin-
eas fromi the miller at Ohristmas, For
this work I work seventy-four hours a
week, Fortunatelyl live near my work,
eo that | am not forced to get up much
belore 3 o'clock. [ eat nothing before
beginning my work. At half past 4 in
the moruing I pet breakfast of bread,
botter, milk snd sugar teken from the
material ziven me for breadm king.
At hulf-past 0 I get lunch of the sawe
material, with perhaps an egg or & bitol
bacon. Dinper is sent from bome to e
ut 2, and is of meat or fis 1 and potatoes.

LEPROSY IN LOUISIANA

Dr. Holt Calls on the State to Pro-
vide & Hospital

The very thorongh report of Dr. Holt
on the subject of the leprosy found to
exist in St. Martinsyille calls attention
to a duty which the legislature ought to
have attended to vears ago. There are
lepirs in Lafourche, 8t. Martin, and
Vermillion parishes, It is to be remem-
bered, however, thut while the cases of
teprosy in St. Martinsville were clearly
81own to be hereditary, that a former
investigation in Lafourche indicated
that the disease was contagious, and {he
B -itish medical commision which inves-
tizated the epidemic in Nova Scolis, to
wh 1 mcst of the ca<esIn Lou sianaare
traceable, was thoroughly convinced of
ta contagionsness. Dr. Holt ealls on
the State goyernment to provide & spec-
in! hospital for these people. Dr. Jones,
when he made an inveatigation some
vears age, of the leper settlement in

afourche, made a similar suggestion.
There are less than two dozen lepers in
Louisiana, whose existence and locatic n
are known. To care for them would
cost u few thou¢and doilars at most, a1 d
the result woald be to extermioate in a
few vears a disease which has remained
a blot on Louisiana for too long a time
already. Even the old Spanish govern-
ors recognized the daties of the povern-
ment in this matter, and to meet the in-
crease in leprosy then prevalentin New
Qrleens, az well as in some of the par-
isbes, established a hospital here' just a
century ago, and within a few years
leprosy bad disappear-d from Louis-
iana, It has since established itsell in
two or three well-marked sections ol the
Sta & wZere it willlinger forever, slow'y
extending its taint to those wiw in'er
marry with the leprous fam:lies, unless
the legislatare interferes and pro.ides,
a5 Governor Ulloa, did, a hospital within
which all those afllicted with this dis-
ease can he confined and treated. —New
Orleans Times- Demaciat.
