Garnets and Other Precions Stones
Brought to the Suriace by
Ants,

“There is the original garnet mine
and the miper as wall,’ sald my com-
psnion, as we were riding along the
monntains of New Mexico.

Following the direction of his glance,
I saw a tall, well-formed Navajo lndian
standing motionless by what appeared
to be & small sand heap. Wishing to
investigate, we drew nearer and found
that the statursque native wes watching

one of the many ant hills that dot the
county through New Mexicoand Ari-
Zna as w 1L,

Az we approached, be hardly looked
up, appraring indiff:rent after the [a=h-
fon of his race, and his objzot wns still
an enigma, atleast to me. ‘I'ne Navaio
tribe hed never produced a naturalist,
and it was bardly possivle that b= bad
veen studying the habits of the active
inseets, Perunps he was tryiug t) col-
lect enough for dinner—Iodinns have
been koown to eat ants.

But the Intian was, after all, a clore
observer, and was reaping his reward,
for when I asked him what he was do-
ing, he beld out a small bag, the cou-
tents of which 1 turned upon my hand
—garnets, sraall bot good, ingreat num-
bers, bits of quartz that gleamed like
dinmonde, here a bit of turquoise large
quaatities of olivine, and a single wem,
an emerald, of but little value, bur an
emerald atter all.

An ant bill wasa curious place from
w.ich to take such A strange asso.t-
ment, but, a3 my {nend had suggested.
this was the origtnal mine. and the real
minersd ware the ants. In piling up
Wweir aome-like houses (hey broughbt
out the minute gems one by one, and
placed them among the bits of sand.
where they gleamed and Nashed asif
inviting collection,

The ludians had discovered their
value, and in this way did their min-
ing. allowing the ants to do all the
work, and taking the pems as fast ss
they were broonght up. The stones
found in this way, range in sizs [rom
the head of & pin toa large pes, and,
besides the ones mentioned, rubies have
been taken from the beaps. These
stolen gems are gold in lots and used in
various kinds of jewelry. Nearly every
ant ll is examined in th's way and
the mound gono over, often the ants
being warched, and the gems taken

Judge Apdrews made the order on
motionof Whitlook & Simonds, lawyers
for Bir Bache Canard, who is suing his
consin Francklyn for $3.000,000 which
he alleges Fravetlyn wrongfully uwsed
for hisown account.
