The real estate men are working in
the right direction in this movement to
bring excursions to Salt Lake We
cannot do much real estate business
among ourselves We can sell land
but can do very little buying and in
order to sell strangers must be indncea
to purchase The way to do this is to
bring them hero and show them what
we have for sale to show them tho
land the location and the scenery and
to give them a taste of the glorious
climate A man with money can with
dilQculty refrain from buying a
home in Salt Lake when he
sees the city looks upon the
majestic mountains surrounding the
town inhales the pure air and drinks
from the sparkling canyon streams
What there is desirable and pleasurable
in life is found here in abundance and
the temptation to enjoy it is great

But the matter of bnuging excursion
here forces to the front the question of

hotels The winter is still with the
people of the east and the summer
travel has not begun No tourist has

put in an appearance in Salt Lake And
still the hotels are practically full and
there is an inquiry for rooms in which
to shelter the strangers With few ex-

ceptions
¬

all the private rooms in
the neighborhood of the several
hotels have been rented for the
season as mine hosts see trouble
ahead There are absolutely no
dwelling houses for rent and rooms
which have heretofore been used for
sleeping apartments are fast being con

verted into business offices

What therefore is to be done with
the strangers and excursionists when
they come Are they to be told to walk
the streets day and night and to feed

at the cheap restaurants If thoi
welcome is to be the announcamen
that hotel accommodations are out of

the question find comfortable lodgings
cannot be had for money we fear a
goad many tourists will speedily depart
in disgust leaving the land the tcenery
and the climate to the enjoyment of

those more fortunate in having arrived
earlier

What the city needs more than any ¬

thing else at this time is a big firstclass
hotel We need a hostlery in which the
coming crowds can oe fed and lodged
and cared for in modern style and to
which a train load of excursionists can
be led Without more hotel accommo ¬

dations we fear the bringing of excur ¬

sions will prove injurious rather than
beneficial It will be certain to turn
away many without buying who would
invest if they could be made comfort ¬

able while looking about them
The real estate men will be doing

wisely if they combine for the erection
of a big hotel or if they induce capital ¬

ists to build the house so much needed

THE HERALD believes It will be wise
and profitable for the city to obtain
eithtr the Bis or Little CottouWood
stream Ten years ago or more we
urged this At that time either of these
mountain streams c uld have been
purchased for Itss than half what it
win cost today Farms have been im¬

proved and made more valuable New
laud has been brought under caltiva
tion and acquired water rights Mills

have been erected and they own vaLi
able water rights Every year develop-
ment

¬

and improvement are goin on
and increasing and putting the streams
further from the reach of the City
Another decade will find tho cash
value of either of tho Cottonwoods
more than trebled and make the pur-
chase

¬

of the water more improbable It
therefore stands us in hand to act
promptly and while there is a
chance foi success It is idle to say the
city can get along without the water
To suggest this is to say that the town
must not grow and that the people
must be content with the limited and
constantly diminishing supply of lime
charged fluid coming from City Creek
Canyon The only really pure water
entering the Jordan Valley is that
coming from the Cottonwoods and that
is the watsr necessiry to the health
the prosperity and the growth of Salt
Lake City We can go to Utah Lake
it is true for a supply but then how
much better off will we be We can
obtain water but it will not be pure
water It will be the drainage of the
Utah Valley the seepage from all the
farms and cardens for forty miles
and imparities caught by the streams
running through numerous towns
and populous cities It will answer for
irrigation but it is not irrigating water
that is needed In that respect the
city is well sun plied Furthermore ths
cost of piping water thirtyfive or forty
miles from Utah Lake would be greater
than the cost of the Little Cottonwood
if we have to buy all the land and all
the mills having claims upon that
stream

This matter should command the
earnest and intelligent consideration
and action of the City Council In this
instance delay will Lot only be danger-
ous

¬

but expensive Private citizens
would gladly undertake the work if they
were given tho right to lay mains and
what private parties can do the public
can do more effectively and for less
money
