Bapreme Counrt Oplolon.

Wasgsaron, May 14.— The Supreme
Court, to-day. rendered an opinion:u -
taining the decision of the court below
in the case of Pliant Mahon, appellant,
vo. Abner Jnatice; jailor of Pike County,
Kentucky. This was an applicstion for
n writ of habeas corpus, arising ont ol
the eelebrateal Hatneld-McCoy vea-
detts, and is brought here on an aporal
[rom the cirenit court, which declined
to issue the writ, Mahon, who 18 » citi-
=om of West Virginia, was indicted in
14882 by the Circu t Courtof Pike County,
Kentucky, ou three charges of willful
and d<libernte murder. The governor
of West Virgiola refused to comply
with the requisition of the govarnor of
Eeatusxv tor Mahon's person. InJan
uary last, Phillipe, a9 ngent for Ken-
tucky and othera, seized Mahon
in Wesl Virginis and forcinly carried
him into Kentucky. The governor ol
West Virgnia made a formal deamand
for Mahon's r Jense, which was refnsed
end application was tben made fora
writ of habeas corpos, 1t was con-
tendied on behall of Mshon that the ae-
tion of Pnillips was a violation of the
constitation, without due prccess ot
law, while =ounsel for m,. State of
Kentucky maintained that the act ol
Pnillips in eiezing Malon was unau-
thorized, but that the State of Kentuoky
was (nlly jostified in holding him whea
found within her borders, sod that the
question of how he came there wss not
one to be considered. Any remed
sought to be applied, it was asserted,
must be brooght ugainst Phillios for
trespass, and nol sgamst the Stata of
Kentucky. Justice Hrediev diesented.

Toe Court alto rendered an opuion
In the cuse of George Banson, appellant,
vi. Juan N, Navarro, Mexicen ecnsul-
general, and the republio of Mexico.
Thois is an spplication for s writ of
finbgax forpus brought here by an ap-
ponl from the cireait court for the
routhern distriet of New York, that
tourt baving denied the application for
the writ. This court sustains the de-
pision. This snit is knuwn as the Patti
ticket swindling case of the Uity of
Mexico.

The Court also rendered an opinlon
denying the application of Cov mnd
Bernhamer for a writ of habeaz corpus.
These cases are petter kpown as the
tally-sheet election frand ceses, and
grew out of frauds alleged to hsve beon
opbmmitted io Marion Uounty, Indiana,
in the elestion last Nowvember. Coy
and Bernhawer wers convicted of com-
plicity in the frandgs, and it was con-
| tended on bebalf of the prieoners that
the Federnl court had no jurisdiction
o iry them, a4 the alleged election
frauds concerned only the connty
ticket and did not affact the congress-
ionsi election. The opinion is by Jus-
%'.m Miller, with Juostice Field divsant-
ng.

Important Declalon.

WassixuroN, May 14.—The Bupreme
(ourt randered n decision in the case of
the United Btates, sppellant, vs, Me-
Laughlin et al,, from the Circoit Court
of the United States, for the northern
distriet of QCalifornis. The suit was
brought in this case by the government
ngainst the Central Pacific Hailroxd
Uompany snd McLangblin et al. as
holders of patents for lands lying along
the route of ths railrosd hetwaen Stock-
ton and Sacramento, and elaimed to be
| & part of the grant to the railro ad com-
puny., The government claimed that
patents were izsued for this land as
railroad Innd by mistake. The mistake
wus, that the land was within the
exterior boundar'es of the Moxican
graot, known as Moguelokma's grant,

which formed  tue basis of
contest. The railrosd company
contended that the enstern

poundary was only ivtended to Ko to
the foot-biils, which would make the
territory described containing nearly
twice the amount granted. Grants of
that kind, it  was explained. of certain
quantity to ba Joeated in larger area
are cufled floating grants, she gov-
srnment contended that the lands
witain the exterior boundaries of th's
grant were reserved trom sale or other
disposition, baing under examinstion
in the rourts, and that the railroad
grant did not take etfect al any point
within the exterior limits of this Mex-
ican grant, the ruilroad hsving been
Incated weross the grant. ‘This was
trne with regard (o public redervations
of lands, such as Indian or military
reservations. It was also true with re-
gard to Mexican grants of specific lands,
while they were unoder examination,
but the compary contended that Aoating
grants were not subjact to this, and,
benee, obiained patents to the land in
dispute. The court decided that the
eastern boundary of the Mexigan grant
was,as the railroad company claimed
it to be, and, therefore, most of the
lands outside of its exierior limits, and
ns to them the patent waa valid. Beo-
ond, that the law ol reservation did not
apply to floatipg grants furthar than
to satisfy the quantity nted, and,
therefore, the remaining lands in dis-
puts were alio {ree, and the patent was
good asto them also, The decres of
the court is affirmed, and it is farther
ordersd that this decies be entered,
nunc pro tunc, 88 of Uctoher 10, 187T,
Csases 11 and 12 iovolved the same
points as thoss =at forth io the above,
and were decided similarly.

Juostice Miller annonnoeed the follow-
inz order: It is noworderad that all
vains on the dozket not decided. sndall
other business of the term not disposed
of by theteourt, be and the same s
brrepy coutinued untl the pext term
of court,

Viicauo, Msy 14 J—gDispatches to
the Associsted Yress from several
points along the upper Missouri river
give accounts of grest losnes to prop-
erty owners and vast innndations; the
levae thatjprotects tha bny bottoma gave
away atan early hour this morning and
the men sngaged sirengthoniog the
levees had to run lor thwr lives” An
opening 100 vards wide was made aod
the water rushed through and 1uto the
bottoms with a roar. Courlers hastened
through the bottoms warning the
furmers of the bLreak and there was a
wild chase driving live stock te the
high lands, The bottoms are in 1llinois
and embrace sbont 10,000 acres of land,
and reach from a point opposite Loni-
siaga, Missouri, to & point opposite Han-
nibal, At they broadest place Lhey are
neariy five miles, nad ths overfiow
mikess grest and turbulent =ea. At
54 m. the Indian grave leyel gave way
and submorged 14 000 acres of the low
land, 5,000 acres of which were planted
in wheat, The levee broke about six
miles sbove Quiney, I'linois. Oa the
Missouri side, the break at*Alexsndria
has caused a great sea, covering 500,000
acres of ‘and. io the midst of which is
a modern Venice, with impromptu
oralts of all kinds and afzes, LUhe water
Hoods the town of Alexundria from two
to six {eet deep. The peopie were in a
manner preparad for the flood and the
suffering s not great. The bottom
was planted in wheat and corn
and the farmiog community reckon
thbir loss at fgures aggregating $300 000
Most of the live slock has been driven
to the bluffs. The siination at Keokak
is becoming very serious, the railroad
yards, being eutirely submerged and
many mills compelled to shat down,
At the government works, at Keokuk,
the stage was 10 fest | inch—flve inches
ahove the high water mark of 15881, and
within twenty-five inches of the highest
mark on record, that of 1851, AtBor-
lington, Davenport and other poiuts
the water at 10 o'clock to-night is
within a tew inches of the bhighess mark
koown and i3 steadily rising.

A Pollman
end two ua¥y conches, pasiengers were
hisaly detwobed from tha barning
bageage cir and run down the track to
a =afe distavcs from the fire, which
bad now enveloped the depol and was
rapidly approaching the car of the ron.
away freizht, when the alarm was
givsn thot this car wes loaded with
powder, and for avery onn to run for
thetr lives. AN who bosrd the waraing,
attemptod to obey. but had gone but a
ghort distance when 17 (00 pounds of
Giant powder, with which the car was
load d, exploded, shaking the esrih as
tuongh by a0 earchquake. Twenty
kousesin the city were-almost tofally
destroyed, toeether with the naw Bap-
tist Chureh, which was blown from its
fonndation snd scattered over acres of
ground.

Now Yomrk, May 14 —The Attorney-
Genersl to-day began the investigation
ol the sugar trust oo a petition signed
by Hagh J. Grant, Richard Crocker
and Thomas ¥. Gilroy, whoss com-
plaint against the sugar truost bas al-
ready been msde public. They claim
it llegs! for a number of reasons. The
defendan!s’ counsel declared that com
plainants were well-kncwn politicians,
who had introduced a bill in the Siate
Legiglature, making it a orime to com-
bine for thes purpose of fixing prices
of commodities, und that this bill said
nothing about a combivation to fix the
price of labor, and that this movemeant
sppeared to be {or the purpose of ar-
raying labor mgainst capital. It was
wholly for political effect, 1t wasaon-
fair and unjust to subj-ct the sugar re-
finers to thesa annoyances lo serve
some ons polition] end.

Meantime, he deprecated
thy practice of officers speaking over the
heads of the government. and thus de-
stroying mimsterial authority and
shatiering the administrative machine.
