The youog women of Costa Rica are
decidedly handsome, with regular fea-
tures, fine pomplexions, and fall, round
fignres. The exhilirating air of the
mountains tones down the carnation
richness of the Spanish blood and snf-
fuves it with a pearly bue, There are
soms bropzed and mottled faces, even

however, inclading those on the gunny
side of forty years, are extremely ugly,
Why in this charming climate females
become octogenarian at an age which in
northern regions has only served to give
color and dignity to perfect womanhood

sbly it is due as much to excessive eat-
ing and smoking, little gxercise and no
thinking at all, as to the fact of very
early maturity.

The Cartago Campo Banto: (“Field of
Saints,” )must not be unvisited for with-
in its walls of whitewashed adobe_repose
several of onr countryvmen, Passing
in at thegate, through a chapel, whose
door is aiways surronnded by begudrs
and venders of lottery tickets, we fnd
onrselves in a grim and barren interior,
—for these pious folk care rothiog for
the mortal remsins after the =oul has
escaped therefrom,sn i do not beautily
the resting places ol their dead. In
the corridor of the chapel, in mn
honored place among Cartago’s *‘dear
departed’ g the bones of an Epghsbh-
man pamed Baillie, who. quite by ac-
cident, seoured himsel! Christian
borial in a community

WHERE HERITICS ARE HATED.

Just bafore he died, the Alealdi was
called in to draw up his will, and sc-
cording to the cnstomary form, asked
the sick man if he was a Christian. Be-
ing & deyout Episeop.lian. Mr. Balllie
romptly responded that he was,
wherenpon the Alealdy,’ unasle to ecn-
ceiveof a Christinn who hss not a
Roman Catholic wrote him down as
Senor Balllis Catolico, Romano.
Apostalico, Christiano." Mr, Baillis bad
not contempisted this and Enowing
noth'ng of it died peacefuly in the
Episcopal {aith. His f{riends, under-
standing the great difficulty here of
obtaining any kind of decent burial
for so-called heritios, =aid nothing—
and indeed, I doubtif sny protest on
their part would have been received,
for the Alcaldi's word was suflicient
evidence of Mr Baillies' crihoydox.

S0 he was buried under the especial
direction of the priests, with all the
ceremonies of the Romish Chorech, and.
as he had hitherto been consigered not
of the true {old, his funeral was made
ane of the greatest celebration ever
known in Osrtago. All the people
attended. Tne procession was headed
by drums and viols, priests followed
with all the oru:ifixes, banners and
figures of Saiots that hnd been ac-
cumulating since the foundation of the
¢ ty. snd at the cornor of the plaza and
all the principal streets, the train halted
to sing ballilujas, representing the joy
in heaven over

A BEAND SNATCHED FROM THE BURNING,

But not 8o well fared & young Ameri-
can who died in Cartago diring the
same year. He was a brillisnt, whole-
sonled fellow, the only son of & wealthy
New Yorker, who had strayed down
' herein a spirit of younthinl sdventure,
| and had fallen a wietim to celentura.
| As he was not s Oitholic, the Vicar r-
| fused to bury him in consecrated ground,
Dr. Bridley,—who was then the only
American resident in the place, aod in
whose  house the young man
dted— rode over to San Jose. and, mak-
| ing an especial point with the goyern-
ment o the treaty existing between
tne United States and Central Ameriea,
finally attained an order from the Presi-
dent for the New Yorker's barial in the
Campo Banto. Btill the frantic Viear
acliog, be said, nnder a higher power
than that of the President — refused to
admit the corpse to thecemetery.

Then & messsnger was dispa'ched to
San Jose and two compsnies of Federal
troops orderea out to escort the body to
the grave. The people gathered in
scowling gronps and threatened to mob
the soldiers, but the poor cadoun was
safely interred, and for two months his
grave was guarded by bayonets, The
day after the funeral the disgusted
vioar, with all the emblems and images
of the cathedral, attended by & lurge
concourse of citizens, went in solemn
procession to
