A physician was called to testify but he
refused to kiss the greasy dirty Bible He
said the lips are the most sensitive recep
taclcs for germs of disease and protested
against placing his own lips to the book
which had evidently been kissed over by
hundreds of such people as attend court as
witnesses in criminal cases The per ¬

son who kisses the Bible in court
has no assurance that his lips do
not come in contact with pollutions-

left by a predecessor suffering from-

a foul skin or blood disease or taint not to
speak of worse things The court would
not excuse the doctor but compelled him
to take the oath in the regular way

There may have been a time when it was
proper to seal an oath with a kiss of the
Bible but there is no longer any occasion-

for the observance of the custom The
solemnity of the oath is not added to by the
practice nor does the act more strongly
bind the individual to speak the truth
The man who will swear falsely will not

hesitate to commit perjury after kissing-

the Bible and the truthful man does not
have to kiss the good book in order to keep
himself truthful Inmost of the states the
practice has been discontinued and the
common oath or the simple affirmation is
deemed sufficient In those places where
the custom prevails a Bible made with the
view of being kissed by a motely crowd of
